where among the 300 plus items buried in the Hart High
time capsule on June 1, 1974 at noon at the Santa Clarita
Valley Civic Center. Inspired by a similar project at Monte-
bello High School, students in Ms. Rochelle Thomas' soci-
ology classes decided to preserve part of the present for the
future. The idea snowballed into reality as the burial day
neared.

The initial problem of a container was solved with the
donation of a casket by Eternal Valley Mortuary. Next
came the gathering of items typical of today. Students,
teachers, and other interested persons were given the
opportunity to contribute to the capsule’s contents. A wide
variety of items were collected, including: magazines,
newspapers, catalogues, pennies, pictures, clothing, report
cards, birth control pills, 2 marijuana leaf encased in resin,
and student letters.

Help with the project came from many quarters. Mr,
Dean Roland, Social Studies Department chairman; Mr.
Dan Hanigan, principal; and Supervisor Baxter Ward were
responsible for granting the necessary project approval.
Mr. Paul Shepard from the Southern California Gas Com-
pany provided information and assistance in the preven-
tion of corrosion. Mr. Robert Wuerfel provided transpor-
tation for the casket. Mr. Milton Campbell sealed the cof-
fin with silicone provided by National Auto Glass. Finish-
ing touches of a floral spray and tombstone were donated
by Rambling Rose Florist and Eternal Valley Mortuary,
respectively.

On June 1, 2000 the capsule will be opened. A program
from the burial ceremonies will entitle the bearer to an
item from the capsule.
