How true this uerse of scripture is! How truly this Church has been 

blessed! For ouer 100 years, on the same site, the family of God 

known as the First Presbyterian Church of Newhall has been 

worshiping, praising the Lord and receiuing His loue. 

It is not uery often in the life of a congregation that a 

celebration like this, our Centennial, takes place. It is eHciting to look 

back and realize that the faith of the 16 founding members along with 

a missionary pastor was the start of it all. In the years since the 

Church was organized there haue been hundreds who haue professed 

their faith in Jesus Christ. We can be proud of our Reformation roots 

in Scotland and of the accomplishments of the Presbyterian Church 

here in America. Presbyterianism wos so preualent in America that 

some British called the American Reuolution the "Presbyterian 

Reuolt"." At least 14 signers of the Declaration of Independence 

(including clergyman John Witherspoon) were Presbyterians. That 

was the foundation upon which this Church was started and upon 

which we continue to build today. 

In the early years this Church serued as the only Protestant 

Church in the area - seruing eueryone in the ualley. It was truly a 

community church. It's Fellowship Hall was open for the community 

to use for numerous and uarious actiuities. It was a busy place. It 

was used by the local Garden Club, for Masonic actiuities and euen a 

meeting place for the "Glass Blowers Union" from Thatcher Glass plus 

many, many other groups. 

The people here at the First Presbyterian Church of Newhall are 

what makes this congregation so unique. There is a warmth, a caring 

and a loue within our congregation that makes it special. We really 

care about each other! More than once, newcomers haue eHpressed a 
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feeling of welcome. This hos led them to return ond become o port 

of our fellowship. 

We houe been blessed ouer the yeors by the mony speciol men 

who houe serued this Church os Pastor. In the eorly ye ors there were 

mony ... some seruing only o year or so. For the past 23 years, Reu. 

Robert Bingham has been our Pastor, our lender, our teacher, our 

friend and yes euen our mentor. He has serued this congregation for 

almost one fourth of the 100 years. Under his guidance we haue 

grown from a church in a sleepy little uilloge to o thriuing church in 

our own city witnessing to Jesus Christ and by being good stewords 

of our resources. 

And now as we celebrate the Centennial of First Presbyterian 

Church of Newhall, we come with a feeling of joy and anticipation of 

what is yet to come. Thank you to the Centennial Committee (Bruce 

Carey, Marilyn Chase, Jim Didrickson, Don Johnston, Joe Kern, Myra 

Moore, Les Tonner, Nancy Young and Reu. Bingham) who haue worked 

long ond hard to make the celebration of our Christian Heritage such a 

success. 

With the faith of this congregation and the guidonce of our Lord, 

Jesus Christ, we striue forward toward our 200th year.

Centennial Chairman 
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On May 31, 1991, the First Presbyterion Church of Newholl wos 

100 years old. I want to share with you a uerse that has repeotedly 

come to my attention during this Centennial yeor - it penetrotes my 

mood the way a key penetrates o lock: "Here and now, dear friends, 

we ore God's children; what we shall be has not yet been disclosed." 

(1 John 3:2) 

There are seueral affirmations in these words of John - "What 

we shall be hos not yet been disclosed." When the Church was 

organized, the King James' words were: "It doth not yet appear what 

we shall be.". What this means for us is that we haue a future. There 

is more to come! There always is! We are not simply playing out the 

string - God is not finished with us yet. We are his workmanship and 

He is still building His Church in this community and the world. 

In fact, in the perspectiue of the long run, you and I haue hardly 

started. There are unrealized opportunities to be recognized and 

developed. There ore stubborn sins and weaknesses to ouercome. 

There is knowledge to receiue. There is loue to giue and receiue. We 

know, as did our founders, that there are struggles in whateuer 

system, the age, or social conteHt in which we moue. The self to be, 

the Church to be, os I understand John, is hardly recognizable from 

the self, the Church that is. "What we shall be has not yet been 

disclosed." 

Granted there is fl future note here regarding the coming of the 

full kingdom of God. The neHt port of the uerse hints the down of a 

new age and a better world - "We shall be like Him for we shall see 

Him as He is." ( 1 John 3:2b) But euery theologian that I haue euer 

studied has insisted that sanctification begins he re when we 

belieue, not there when we die. Some of the most impressiue 

witnesses for the Christion life con be found in the liues of men and 

women who houe been a port of the congregation. John said to them, 

as he says to us in the Centennial year, once you houe known Jesus 
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Christ you can neuer be the same again. Whether you want your 

future or not, He draws you forward to it. You haue a future soys 
John, and it is good. 

Because this is true of us as indiuiduol Christians it follows thot it hos 
not yet been disclosed what the Church will be, for the Church is 

nothing more than belieuers in community. This Church is here os o 

witness to the kingdom of God. The Church is not the kingdom of God 

ond is olwoys in trouble when it assumes thot it is. We ore, os it 

were, o pre-sampling of what the reign of God will look like when it 

comes. Many times we ore a misleading sampling - which is why we 

pray our prayers of confession. 

Someday the Church will be phased out. It will work itself out of 

o job. In the uision of the new Jerusalem, the city of God come down 

from oboue, we ore told by John "there will be no temple there." (Reu. 

21 :21) But prior to that, the Church hos o great future. Poul, who 

knew os well os any one, how petty and mean and frustrating the 

Church could be, declares that it is God's intention "to present the 

Church to Himself all glorious, with no stain or wrinkle or anything or 

the sort, but holy and without blemish. (Eph. 5:27) 

I don't know how the Church will get there from where it is 

todoy, but that is God's business, not mine. Jesus not only goue 

Himself for the Church, He giues Himself to the Church, so thot 

increasingly the Church in its corporate life might resemble His will 

ond reflect His desires. 

There is no assurance here that the Church os we know it, its 

orgonizotion forms, its worship patterns, its programs, will be 

conserued. But we know that the Church's future is insured, ond thot 

some day it will appear in the eye of all to flawlessly conform to the 

will of the One who loues it and goue Himself for it. 

It also follows thot because the Church hos o future the world 

hos o future too. The only reason why the Church is here is for the 

world. The eHistence of the Church presumes the eHistence of the 

world and the continuity of history. The Church is not on end in itself. 

It is solely, only, eHclusiuely here for the sake of the world that "God 

so loued." Poul tells us in the eighth chapter of Romans thot "The 
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creation itself," not just the Church, "will be set free from its 

bondage to decay and obtain the glorious liberty of the children of 

God." (Romans 8:21) In the Lord's Prayer we pray that the will of God 

might be done on earth, euen as it is in heauen. Surely our Lord would 

not haue encouraged us to pray an impossible prayer. Meanwhile, we 

work as if the future we enuision is possible. In this confidence, ouer 

the 1 00 years of faithful witness of this congregation, assured by 

present realizations, we dare to long for the future that God is 

bringing to us. We are called to liue in faith and hope euen as did 

those 16 members of 1891, because there is more to come. There 

always is. Our role is to wait for it with faith, to watch for it, and 

to work for it. "Here and now, dear friends, we are God's children; 

and what we shall be has not yet been disclosed." 

Establish us, O God, in the hope that belong to faith, 

Get us off our knees and on our toes in eager anticipation of 

the new that is euen breaking in upon us. 

Thy kingdom come, 0 Lord, Thy kingdom come through us.

The Newhall Presbyterian Community Church which had its 

beginning as a Sunday School, was 6 direct result of missionary work 

dating back to 1 877, the first year of Newhall's eHistence. 

In these early days, both Presbyterian and Methodist 

missionaries came from the San Fernando Ualley and serued the 

families liuing at the San Francisco Ranch (the name giuen by the 

Newhall family to the big Del Ualle Ranch) Today, we know this better 

by the Newhall Land and Farm Company. 

Rt first, Sunday School and Church seruices were held in the 

Southern Hotel (pictured below), organized by Mrs. Mario Hubbell. 

Loter these meetings were held in uorious homes, at the pork across 

from the train station and finally ot the school which was then 

located on Ninth and Walnut Street. Mrs. Sarah Gifford was one of 

the early teachers who assisted Mrs. Hubbell in teaching Sunday 

school classes.

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Rs attendance in the Sunday School and Church seruices increased, 

so did the need for the building of a church. The members realized 

that to make a community church a success, that only one 

denomination could be supported and thus on May 31, 1891, the Reu. 

F. D. Seward, along with shcteen charter members organized the 

Community Presbyterian Church. (The Record of Organization, as taken 

from the 1891 Session Meeting Book is shown on the neHt page.) 

The first recorded Congregational Meeting was held in the home 

of Mrs. Ella Drew on June 18, 1891, and Rrticles of lncorporBtion of 

the NewhBII Presbyterian Church were approued. Some of the 

prouisions included: Rn annual meeting of the congregation to be held 

on the 3rd Thursday in June; Fiue members would be a quorum; 

Members would be elected by "those entitled" to uote ... all members 

of the church in good standing could uote and "Each other adult 

person who shall haue rented for at least one year, and occupied for 

at least three months, a sitting or pew in the church paying therefore 

quarterly in aduance shall be able to uote for the pastor and 

directors" 

On June 28, 1891, the Articles of Incorporation were signed 

making it a legal organization and was signed by the first Board of 

Directors:

Soon afterwards, the Presbyterian Church Erection Board 

donated $1400 to the building fund of the Newhall Church. The site for 

the new church was layed out by H. Clay Needhom and included almost 

all of lot 2, tract 1 059 (St. John's addition) in Newhall. Most of the 

property was donated by the Newhall Land and Farming Compony. The 

New England custom of hauing both a Church and a Cemetery on the 

some ground was incorporated into the new site. (Note: Mrs. Wylie 

wife of one of the "supply" ministers is buried here.)

"During the months of Ru gust and September, 1889, Reu. F. D. 

Seward, Synodical Missionary preached at Newhall, four Sabbaths 

with the idea of organizing a Presbyterian Church but it did not seem 

best at that time. But in May 1891, members signified their desire for 

membership in such a church, and by authority of the Home Mission 

Committee of the Los Angeles Presbytery, Reu. Seward preached again 

May 31, 1891, and organized the First Presbyterian Church of Newhall 

with the following members:

P. U. Kinnear and RleH Hume were elected Ruling Elders of the 

Church, but their ordination and installation were deferred. The 

Synodical Missionary urged euery member of the Church to let the 

Light of the Gospel shine uery purely and uery brightly all around and 

the new church with all its interests was commended to God in 

prayer. The following Sabbath, June 7, 1891, Mr. Seward preached 

ogoin in the school house and administered the Lord's Supper and 

baptized Stella, Rima Pearl, Jessie Ethel and Flora Bell, children of Mr. 

ond Mrs. Grier." 

In Ru gust 1891, Mr. C. S. Hogan agreed to build the Presbyterion 

Church for a total sum of S 1225. His bid was accepted by the Session 

ond on September 15, 1891, the building was accepted. 
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The formal dedication of the First Presbyterian Church of Newhall 

occurred on October II, 1891 in Seruices conducted by Reu. Wilbur and 

assisted by Reu. Crawford. 

The Presbyterian Community Church was a favorite exterior shot 
for many of the early silent movies, including William S. Hart and Tom Mix. 

From Session Minutes ••• October 1, 1899: 

"There is no session at Newhall. Elder Kinnear died and Mr. Hume, 

though elected, has neuer consented to be ordained and installed. Rt 

present there seems to be no other member whom the congregation 

can elect to eldership. Rs the regular Stated Supply I haue this day 

receiued into membership of this church, Mrs. Lewman by letter from 

the M. E. Church of Alhambra, Ca. 

E.T. Lockard,_S.S." 

O Mr. RleH Hume has the honor of being the first Sunday School 

Superintendent. He faithfully serued in this capacity for ouer thirty 

years. 

O The first recorded Session Meeting was held Nouember 1, 1891, with 

Mr. RleH Hume acting as Secretary.

Reu. Frederick Dwight Seward (J 89 J): Reu. Seward wns born in 
I ndiann on December 11, 1842 nnd died on June 11, 1918. At the age of 

eighteen, he entered the Union Army, retiring ofter more than three 

years seruice with the rank of captain of the 117th U. S. Colored Army. 

Reu. Seward wns ordained Moy 14, 1873 by the Syracuse Presbytery. 

His first pnstornte wns nt Hannibal, NY. In 1881 he entered the 

pastorate nt Uenturn, California nnd from 1887-1895 was Synodical 

Missionary for Southern California; Pastor of the Fresno, California 

Church from 1895-1897; Supply minister for Beaumont and Banning, 

California from 1897-1900; Pastor nt San Pedro for 1900-1 904; Pastor 

at Sunnyside, Los Angeles, 1905-1906; nnd Pastor nt Moneta from 

1906 to 1916. 

Reu.T. P. Crowford (] 891-92) 

Reu, Henru P. Wilbur (J 893) Reu. Wilbur serued ns on Elder of our 

Church prior to his pastorate. He serued the First Presbyterian 

Newall Church in 1893 nnd ngnin from 1894-97. 

Reu. Robert Bnrtleu Taulor (J 894): Reu. Taylor was ~orn in 1865 and 

died Nouember 19, 1904. He serued as pastor of the San Bernardino 

Church 1895-1901 nnd of the First Church in Son Diego from 1901-

Reu. Anselm Buron Brown (J 898): Reu. Brown was born in Sebago, 

Maine in 1845; ordained in 1873 nnd from our records we belieue he 

was a Supply Minister from Los Angeles 1893-98. He died in Westfield, 

New Jersey in 1908. 

Reu. Earl Tubbs Lockord (J 898-1899): Reu. Lockard wns born in 

Cambra, Pa., in 1849. He wns n Stated Supply Minister seruing 
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Coyucos, Colifornio from 1894-1898 ond then assigned os Stoted 

Supply from Son Fernando 1890-99. 

Reu. Loclc:ord died in Son Francisco in 1934. 

Reu. Jomes Horris Stewert (1899): Reu. Stewert wos born in Sidney 

Ohio in 1845 ond wos ordained in 1871. He serued os postor ot 

Redlands, Colifornio from 1 891-1896 ond wos o Missionary Postor, Los 

Angeles 1898-1900. He died in Los Angeles in 1912.

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The local orchiue church records for this period of time ore quite 

deficient as to historical details. 

In 1906, The Christion Endeouor Union, on inter-denominational 

group was organized and its program was adopted by the Newhall 

First Presbyterian Church on April 11, 1 909. Elder J. R. Wylie was 

appointed President; Mr. M. D. Crow, Uice President; Edith Crow, 

Secretory; and Mr. Thomas Contrill, Corresponding Secretory. This 

program, with its emphasis on youth, continued through the, 1940's. 

The Reu. Dr. Thomas was pastor of the Presbyterian Church when 

Henry Cloy Needham was elected Elder in 1908. H. Cloy Needham was 

the man appointed as Superintendent of the St. John Sub-diuision of 

Rancho Son Francisco in 1889. ( To go bock a bit in history, three men 

hod joined together to purchase 10,000 acres of Rancho Son Francisco 

for use os a Prohibitionist Colony. H. Cloy Needham who hod serued as 

Mayor of Rrcodio, Kansas was widely known as the author of the 

Kansas "Dry" Law.) He was later owner of hardware and lumber store 

in Newhall, established the community water system and owned the 

Eternal Uolley Cemetery site for more than 50 years. He was o 

candidate for Uice President of the United States on the Prohibitionist 

ticket in California in 1920. During his twenty two years os ruling 

elder he proued to be a powerful dedicated Christian. Rt one time he 

was on elected delegate to the Presbyterian General Assembly in 

Cincinnati where he deliuered a paper on Prohibitionist Mouement. 

When Reu. Dr. Thomas left the community in 1909, the Session in 

September of that year appointed to the pulpit of the Newhall 

Presbyterian Church, "for the remainder of the year if granted a 

li.cense by the Presbytery", Elder J. R. Wylie. Our records would 

indicate Mr. Wylie did receiue the license, as he serued os pastor of 

our congregation until 1913.

C.E. GIVES LAWN SOCIAL-September 5, 1919 

[Front page artlcle) 

The lawn social given by the C. E. last Ttx.Jrsday evening was a great success. President Frew 

was there with a glad hand to give every one a welcome. Miss Louise Soule sold tickets so 
fast that her supply was exhausted during the first hour, but a rush order brought a large 

order at once and her work went merrily on. Mrs. Hume was the lady in waiting at the pink 

lemonade stand and after they tasted the homemade drink she did not have to wait long after for 

someone asked what it tasted like and the answer was "It tastes like more". 

The ice cream and sherbet were also Newhall products and were quickly consumed by the people 
who know a good thing when they see it.d Mr. Shaffer looked after this department and sold everything in 

sight, even the flowers on the table. One lone bouquet of roses escaped the blow of his hammer, but this 

was 
no fault of auctioneer Shaffer. 

The great event of the evening was a tug of war by the boys, with Herbert Young as captain 

of the Newhall Gaints and Donald Frew as captain of the Newhall Tigers. After seesawing back and 

forth, there was a deadlock and it was observed than an oil man had joined the Tigers and that a Ford man 

had joined the Giants. 

Ladies Aid Organized-October 3, 1919 

Thursday afternoon a number of ladies held a meeting 

at the Presbyterian Church for the purpose of organi­

zing an Aid Society.

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1921-1930 
The population increase in the Newhall area prompted the Session 

of the First Presbyterian Church of Newhall to recommend to the 

congregation, the building of a new Sanctuary to replace the original 

1 891 church building. Funding was subscribed and the old church 

building was purchased by William Purucker who took off the steeple 

and moued it to the corner of Newhall Ruenue and 8th Street. The 

dupleH was later purchased by Mr. Charles Mock and afterwords by 

Dr. William Ross. 

The Building Committee appointed by the Session included A. H. 

Wilkie as Chairman; Mrs. Louise Zeigler, Secretory; Miss B. Eleanor 

Shaffer, Treasurer; and members-at -large, Mrs. J. T. Gifford, J. R. 

Rolls and S. D. Dill. 

Funds for the new church were solicited not only from the 

members of the Newhall Presbyterian Church, but from the entire 

Newhall Community. Rn article on the front page of the 1923 

Newhall Signal : 

" Eighteen dollars were handed to Mr. Wilkie during the Sunday School 

meeting last Sunday as a result of the letter writing enterprise for the new 

church building. Mr. Rolls handed in the largest amount. Did you write that 

letter to a friend or a relative and invite them to have a little share in our new 
church building?" 

On the first Sunday in August (1923), Corner Stone Dedication was 

held. The program was carried out on a large platform which had 

been erected in front of the church. Congregations from Bakersfield, 

Palmdale, Little Rock, Acton, Saugus, San Fernando, Hollywood, Los 

Angeles, Whittier, Santo Monica and Redondo Beach were represented. 

Mrs. I olo Masters presided at the piano with the congregation singing 

"All People on Earth do Dwell". After a prayer by Reu. J. C. Wilson of 

Palmdale, a solo "The Hills of God" was sung by Mrs. S. D. Dill. The 

sermon, "Jesus, the Precious Corner Stone" was deliuered by the Reu. 

Frederick of Cypress Park Presbyterian Church. Following the sermon, 

Reu. Euans' aunt and sister sang a duet "I uory Palaces". Elder H. Clay 
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Needham deliuered on address congratulating all the people of the 

Uolley for their support and work ouer many years. Reu. Euons 

presided ouer the placing and sealing of the corner stone. 

Hmong the documents placed in the uoult were the nomes of the 

charter members of the church, the names of the building committee 

who hod charge of the 1891 construction, names of members of the 

Christion Endeouor Society, names of the Boy Scouts, names of the 

Sunday School Scholars and uisitors of the Sunday School who 

attended President Hardings' Memorial Seruice, a new Monroe coin 

furnished by Mr. Needham, copy of the Newhall Signal, the 

Presbyterian, Songs of Hope hymn book and o new Bible. 

Bids for the construction of the church building were aduertised in 

the local paper (calling for the bids) to be opened Rugust 16, 1923. 

The plans and specifications for the church building were on display ot 

Mr. Wilkie's Newhall barber shop. 

Reu. Wolcott Euans in October of 1923 was giuen his third FORD 

since he became pastor of the Newhall Presbyterian Church. His first 

FORD was a gift by the Sunday Schools of the Los Angeles Presbytery 

and indiuidual gifts; the second FORD was giuen by Mrs. M. W. 

Lamberson, his Runt. The 1923 FORD was a result of contributions by 

his. Runt; his sister, Mrs. Buckingham; his neice, cousin, and nephew ; 

Reu Leusinger (LR) and H. Clay Needham of Newhall. R. H. Wilkie added 

a dash light; Spotlight from Mr. R. G. Thibaudeau; EHtra tire from E. M. 

ChaiH; an automobile robe from Mr. George Freeman and his daughter 

and finally T. M. Frew Jr. put on his famous fender braces "so thot 

Lizzie will not rattle". 

Reu. Euans is also noted for not only suggesting, but actually 

was the organizer of the Newhall Chamber of Commerce. Rt a 

meeting of interested Newhall citizens in the Hap-a-Ian Hall he asked 

that a motion be made and seconded that a Chamber of Commerce be 

organized to be known as the Newhall Chamber of Commerce. The 

motion carried and R. C. Swall and R. B. Perkins were nominated os 

president. Mr. Perkins declined the nomination and Mr. Swall was then 

elected by general acclamation. R. B. Perkins,R. H. Wilkie and Reu. 

Euans were appointed to draw up the by- laws.

The supper 
shared honors with the booths in popularity. At the left as one entered the hall, was the 
candy booth in charge of Mr,s. Ida Anderson and Miss Eleanor Shaffer. Everyone has 
a tooth for sweets and as there was some fine home made candy the store of supplies 
was sold out before the demand had been met. Passing on up the line one came to 
the doll booth in charge of Mrs. P. C. Miller. There were dolls of all shapes, style and 
dress--about 40 of them--and they proved good sellers, grown-ups as well as the 
children expressing a fancy for them. The fancy work booth in charge of Mrs. Ziegler 
was filled with pretty and useful articles attractively arranged and was nearly sold out 
in a short time. This netted the most of any one booth. A "run was made on the 
fortune telling booth of "Queen Sybil". Here Miss Montgomery popular teacher of the 
Pico school gave out consoling messages thru the medium of a pack of fortune telling 
cards. We think however, that there was a "coach" close to the "fortune telling" lady's 
ear. The fish pond was a source of delight to the kiddies. The proceeds from the 
evening's affair will be about $200.00 which will go into the fund of the Ladies Aid to 
be used as they see the need of.

NEWHALL'S NEW CHURCH 

[Front page story] 

June 23, 1922: We realize the success of a community is determined by 
its church life.and the church life is measured by the kind of buildings in 

which it houses its constituency. 

Our new church is to be of concrete foundation, ground floor walls of 

finished cement and above with cement stucco on frame construction. It 
is to stand on the church property of Newhall Avenue facing Market Street 

which is a beautiful location. This building will cost a little over $12,000 

and it is expected that the Church Board will assist to the extent of 

$4000, part of this being a gift and part a loan payable in ten years 
without interest. 

Plans for the building, which as has been stated will be 46x69, will have a 

main floor, ground floor and balcony. On the main floor will be the 

auditorium, class rooms and church parlors which can be opened into one 

large room with a seating capacity of 285 and choir balcony seating 20. 

The ground floor will really be a shallow basement as it will be three feet 

below the surface. Here will be located the social hall and modern 

kitchen. 

The balcony will provide for an over flow audience, with a seating 

capacity of 50. 

At the close of the service last Sunday morning, Mr. Shaffer presented the 

church plans and asked for contributions. In a few minutes $2,000 was 

pledged. During the next ten days the Committee will make a canvass, 

thus giving all an opportunity to have a share in this movement which will 

mean so much for our beautiful valley. 

The Building Committee includes A. H. Wilkie, chairman; Mrs. Florence 

Ziegler, Sec'y; J. F. Shaffer, Treas; J. T. Gifford,· Mrs. Sarah Gifford, S. D. 

Dill, H. N. Tanner, Rev. Evans. 
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In Nouember of 1923, the Signal featured the following on its front 
page: 

"The Thnnksgiuing Offering Seruice Inst Sunday morning (at 

the Newhall Presbyterian Community Church) was met with a generou 

response from the congregation and nearly $40.00 was added to the 

Building Fund. This money was earned in different ways, such as 

picking up corn, doing errands, giuing dinners and seruing lunches. 

Mrs. Frew earned $5.00 in ways which she described as follows: 

Mrs. Taylor wanted a quilt washed one day 

So the old Apex was brot into play 

Plenty of soap and lots of water, 
The accumulation I then went after 

The result was plain if you glanced at the fence 
And this was the starter of fifty cents. 

Then my son Duncan came home with his duds, 
Which meant old Apex and another hot suds .. 

This increased my fund one dollar and a half 
Which was enuf to make me laugh 

Then my neighbor one day, 

Wanted some one with her children to stay 
Almost in despair what to do, finally thot of Mrs. Frew 

Three times I helped to give her pleasure 
And received three dollars which was good measure 

Now I give this five to the building fund 

I am sure you will agree it was honestly done." 

(This poem was written by the Mother of Mr. Don Frew.) 

Mr. C. W. Lewis, after many building delays, was placed in charge of 

the construction and the building was completed in early 1925. R 

Mollier organ, rebuilt by Robert Morrison Co. of Unn Nuys was 

installed in May, 1925. The two manual $3500 organ had eleuen full 

pipe sets, Dagan chimes, base and snore drum, a full orchestral set, 

Hylophone and attachment for player rolls. 

The organ was built originally for the Strand Theatre of Meridian, 

Mississippi, and installed in September 1915. The organ, although 

installed in a theater was not an instrument we know as a theater 

organ (of the 1920 and 1930 era) but a custom made organ of the day.

Reu. Wolcott H. Euans, known to the people of Newhall as the 

"Shepherd of the Hills", became pastor of the Newhall Community 

Presbyterian Church in 1914. Quoting from on editorial in the 

Newhall Signal: upon the resignation of Reu. Euans in 1 930: 

"He was always ready, even anxious to do a good turn and to everyone in 

need he often proved a helpful friend. In the great disaster of the St. Francis 
Dam, he worked day and night for weeks to help the unfortunate victims. He 
conducted a very extensive relief campaign and through his efforts, thousands of 
dollars were made available for financial relief. Suffice to say, his strenuous 
work resulted in a stay in the hospital which almost cost him his life. It is 

with deep regret that the congregation accepted Mr. Evans resignation in 1930 

after sixteen years, the esteem for him was manifested by the contributions for 

his new home at Vista, California where he lived after leaving Newhall." 
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Wolcott Eu ans married Ida Philpot in Chicago in 1892 at which time 

he was employed by the Chicago Tire and Spring Company. He was 

commissioned a Union Sunday School Missionary by the Rmerican 

Sunday School Union in 1899. On Rpril 1, 1902 he was commissioned as 

a Sabbath School Missionary by the Presbyteries of Minnewaukan and 

Mouse Riuer (North Dakota) where in 20 months he organized 24 

Sabbath Schools; 28 Preaching Stations; Held 134 Gospel Meetings, 

adding 134 members to the Presbyterian Church; and organized 12 

churches during this period of time. 

Reu. Euans neHt serued as Presbyterian Missionary Pastor at 

Solomonuille, Rrizona. He then was called to be pastor of the Golden 

Gate Presbyterian Church in Oakland, California where he serued for 

two and a half years. He was called to be pastor of the Caluary 

Presbyterian Church in Wilmington, California in 1909 and serued in 

Wilmington until coming to the First Presbyterian Church of Newhall 

California in 1914. Reu. Wolcott Euans died in 1934. The choir room 

and library area neHt to the Sanctuary in our present church building 

are named for and haue been dedicat~d to his memory .

Reu. John E. Berry was called to the pastorate of our church in 

1930, following the resignntion of Reu. Wolcott Eunns. 

In 1934, through the bequest of Mr. George W. Freemnn, one of 

the early members of the church, the building was reconstructed and 

the grounds improued. 

Reu. Berry and his family ore remembered for their work among 

the youth and further deuelopment of the church playground. Some 

of these octiuities included a Donkey baseball game and the Boy's 

bond from Glendale which were featured at a mid-summer corniuol 

which was held on the church grounds. 

Community singing was a weekly euent at the Presbyterian 

Church ... eoch Sunday at 7:30 P .M. Singing was conducted by Mr. R. B. 

Thatcher with Mrs. Ruth Corson at the piano. Mid-week church 

seruices were held euery Wednesday at 7:30 P.M. 

Omnia IJincit llmour was the subject of one of Reu. Berrys' 

August sermons in 1934. Bibles were Dedicated at this Seruice and the 

choir song n selection out of the new Presbyterian song book, "Uictory 

and Praise". 

In 1934 a pictorial musical presentation of "The Mojesty of 

Jesus" was read by Reu. Berry as Mrs. I olo Masters ployed orgon 

fouorites, "Jesus Louer of My Soul" and "Rocle of Ages Cleft for Me". 

It was also in 1934 that Fronk Miller, the State Euongelist of 

Illinois toured schools and churches throughout California. He spoke 

to the Newhall Presbyterian Church illustrating his sermon with chollc 

talks and uorious pictures. 

Reu. Berry, as did many others in California, felt the sting of the 

depression. The church records show he receiued only a third of his 

so Io ry that ye or. (The pianist too, rec e i u e d on I y $1 • 5 0 a wee le during 

31 



this era.) 

During Nouember and December of 1934, Reu. Berry presented 

twelue euening programs consisting of a combination of highlights of 

the Bible illustrated in ouer 600 pictures of the Holy Land ... a 

masterful "Eyegraphic System" of imparting permanent Bible 

knowledge to all who attended. Reu. Berry's message to the 

congregation and citizens of Newhall ••. "You should come euen if you 

are not interested because you will be after you see and hear one 

program." 

In 1935, Sunrise Easter Seruices were conducted on a hill back of 

the Macie home on Eight Street, with the home of W. S. Hart to the 

right of Mack's. "He Arose" wns the opening song as the sun 

appeared. About a hundred people brnued the temptation to stay in 

bed and came up the hill for the Seruices. The music on Easter 

morning featured Russell Johnson on his trombone and Miss Dorothy 

Bol~s with a piano accordion. 

The 45th Anniuersary of the founding of the First Presbyterian 

Church of Newhall was celebrated in 1935. Reu. Kenneth Mclennan, 

Los Angeles EHecutiue Secretary of the Presbytery preached at the 

morning seruice. The afternoon program included special music, 

addresses and early recollections of the church by Mrs. Sarah Gifford 

(Sunday School efforts); H. Clay Needham (a history of the first 20 

years of the church); Mrs. Euongeline Frew (the third decode); Mr. R. H. 

Wilkie (the fourth decade); and Mr. A. B. Thatcher told the history of 

the most recent fiue years of the church. 

Mr. H. Clay Needham, who hod been on elder in the church for 

twenty- f i u e ye a rs ( 1 9 0 8- 1 9 3 5) died on February 2 1 , 1 9 3 6. He had 

been a leading citizen of Newhall, seruing as n county superuisor in 

earlier times, and notionally known ns one of the outstanding 

opponents of the liquor traffic. Reu. Herbert E. Hays was in charge of 

the funeral seruices which were held at the "Wee Kirk o' the Heather" 

in Forest Lawn. 

Reu. Hays came to Newhall to supply the pulpit during the 

uacation of Reu. Berry in August 1935, and on the resignation of Reu. 
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Berry, he was called to the pastorate. 

Easter Seruices in 1938 were held again at the foot of the cross 

on the Eight Street hill. The morning sermon topic of Reu. 'Hoys was 

"In Heauen with Jesus" and the euening sermon was "On Earth with 

Jesus". 

The community of Newhall celebrated the 4th of July 1938, on 

the grounds of the Presbyterian Church which featured a picnic with 

free coffee being prouided by the church.

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In September 1940, due to a sudden failure in his health, Reu. 

Herbert E. Hayes requested that he be allowed to resign as postor of 

the First Presbyterion Church of Newhall. 

The Reu. Claude Edward Rowley was instolled os Postor on the 

euening of January 26, 1941. Reu. Rowley had begun his ministerial 

career in 1925 ot the Methodist Episcopal Church of New York. In 

1932, he accepted o coll to o Presbyterian church in Florido where he 

serued for seuen years. In 1939, he ond his wife soiled to Rustrolio 

for o yeors leoue of obsence in order to study the work of the 

Presbyterion Church obrood. He accepted o coll to the St. Rndrews 

Presbyterion Church in Rustrolio. Rfter Germony entered World War 

11, Reu. Rowley decided to return to the United Stotes. While on board 

the Niagara, the ship wos sunk ond the Rowley fomily was rescued 

and token bock to Rucklond, New Zelond, where he continued to 

preoch. In August 1940, Reu. Rowley, his wife ond daughter orriued in 

Los Angeles. 

The Golden Rnniuersory of our church wos obserued in Rugust 

1941. The theme of Reu. Rowley's morning seruice wos "The Church of 

the Post" with speciol tribute poid to the "old timers". The 

congregation song the Glory Song. Maybelle Shoffner ond Eugene 

Bishop song o duet. Seuen young men were receiued into church 

m embership .•. Thomos Frew 111, Donold Biddison, Glen Jensen, Robert 

and Lynn Foremon ond Robert and William Hargraues. 

The Lodies Aid Society serued o Reunion Dinner in the church 

dining room following the morning seruices. Miss Lilo Beol song two 

solos, accompanied by her mother ot the piano. Mrs. Thibaudeau goue 

the welcome luncheon address. A quartet composed of Mrs. Freemon 

Beal, Maybelle Shoffner, Fronk Houey and J. Fronk Shoffer rendered 

seuerol selections. Histories of the Newhall Presbyterian Church 

were giuen by Mrs. Uirgil Barnhill and Mrs. Donold Frew. Loter many 

of the uisitors gathered ot the home of Mrs. Thibaudeau for on 

afternoon of recalling old times. 
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The 50th Rnniuersary euening seruice theme was "The Church of 

the Future" and was conducted by members of the Youth 

Organization. Mr. F. W. Trueblood, Jr., gaue the Call to Worship , the 

sermon, and the inuocotion. 

The Presbyterian Youth Organization in 1941 was headed by Fred 

Trueblood, Jr., President; Miss Maybell Shaffner, Uice President; ond 

Mildred Story was the Secretary-Treasurer. Their work during this 

period of time included clearing off and cleaning up the tennis court 

ond the construction of o barbecue and badminton court. 

Reu. John Abraham Christensen was called to the postorote in 

1944. Reu. Christensen o graduate of Princeton Seminary hod lost 

serued as Pastor of the Englishtown, New Jersey, Presbyterian 

Church. 

The Session of the church was increased from four to seuen 

elders in 1945, the first yeor "staggered terms" wos introduced. It 

wos olso this year that the "Ladies Rid Society" changed their nome to 

"Womens Guild". 

Mr. Don Frew was elected president of the HOMEBUILDERS CLUB 

in 1947. The purpose of this new church organization wos to "furnish 

clean social affoirs for younger morried folks". Mr. Alfred Ertel wos 

elected president of the organization in 1948. 

The first professionol choir director, Miss Dibble, was hired in 

1947 and wos succeeded by Mr. Carlton Hodley in 1949. 

The congregation opproued the construction of a new Christion 

Education Building in Nouember 1947. (It wos commonly referred to 

as the "Community Holl" ond hod its beginning with o $1 ooo 
contirubtion to the Youth Group from William S. Hart.

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Reu. Joseph Robertson serued as pastor of the First Presbyterian Church 

of Newhall for almost nine and a half years. In Nouember of 196 7, the 

Session called a special meeting of the congregation to act upon Reu. 

Robertson's request to terminate his pastoral relationship. 

While ministers of the First Presbyterian Church had been eHcellent 

shepherds of the congregations, the years after the pastorate of Reu. 

Wolcott Euans had been times calling for a reassuring word, a calming 

uoice, and gentle nature. The Robertson's years had tried to bring such a 

ministry. 

In Reu. Robertson's message to the members of the congregation, he 

wrote, 

"Dear Friends, We are caught by the truth of the words written by 

the Did Testament author: 'There is a time for euerything.' There 

was a time for us to come to Newhall. Now it is time to leaue. We 

feel our work here is done. It has been challenging. 

The eighteen men who serued before us had an auerage pastorate 

of three and one half years duration. The salary was minimum. The 

manse was inndequate. The outlook was dim. But you corrected it 

as fast as you could. The church was painted inside and out. The 

worn-out organ was replaced. The chancel was redesigned. The 

forty year old and thousand dollar mortgage was paid. R modern 

air conditioned manse was built ... we haue a week-day nursery 

school, an eHcellent music program with a soon-to-be installed 

gift of fiue ranks of pipes for the organ, a growing Boy Scout and 

Cubbing program. Many organizations within the community share 

the use of our facilities ...•... ". 

The aboue message briefly tells the story of the the accomplishments of 

the First Presbyterian Church during the years 1961-67. 

The Chancel Choir had three music directors during this period of time. 

Donna Robertson serued as choir director until September, 1962. Mrs. 

Georgette Danielson then serued until Mr. Larry Mason took ouer these 

duties in 1966. 
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The organizational meeting of the Mariners was held in the home of Roy 

and Pat Atkinson's on February 1964. There were thirty-one charter 

members. The Rtkinsons' were elected Skippers and Les and Millie 

Tanner elected as Logkeepers. 

In 1966, the Session and Trustees were merged into one unicameral 

board. The Session at this date was enlarged to fifteen members. 

The year 1966 marked the seuenty-fifth year of our church's life. Reu. 

Robertson in his message to the congregation noted that "Our temporal 

structures continue to need maintenance and repairs. New leadership 

has to be recruited for our church school, boards and organizations .... For 

most of these past seuenty-fiue years, we were the only worshiping 

congregation in the community. SiHteen years ago, we were one of only 

four seruing the needs of 8,045 people. Today ( 1966) we share this task 

with thirty-one other congregations in a community of 33,000 .... " 

In obseruance of the 75th Rnniuersary, a Pictorial Church Directory was 

published and presented to all the members of the Congregation. M r s. 

Frank Browley was the coordinator of this project • Portions of the 

Directory ore reproduced below and on the following page.

After on 11-month seorch, Reu. Robert Binghom was installed as 

Pastor of the First Presbyterian Church of Newhall on Nouember 17, 

1968 by the Reu. Lee U. Kliewer, Stated Clerk of the Synod of Southern 

California ond a personal friend of Reu. Binghom. Reu. Arthur E. French 

Jr., Stoted Clerk of the Presbytery of Riuerside, Californio, gaue the 

morning sermon "Peoce ond Colm or Fear ond Ponic". Reu. Gordon 

Mac Innes, Pastor of the Sunland Shadow Hills Presbyterian Church 

gaue the Chorge to the Pastor. Elder John Fuller (of our church) and 

Elder Don Brock of the Gronoda Hills, St. Luke Presbyterian Church took 

part in the Installation Seruice. 

Reu. Binghom wos born ond raised in Pittsburgh, Pennsyluania. He 

met his wife, Jonet Schaefer as a freshman in Douid B. Oliuer High 

School ond they became "sweethearts" by their senior year. Both 
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Bob and Janet attended Westminster College in New Wilmington, Pn. 

Shortly after graduation Bob and Janet were mnrried ••• Rugust 4, 1951. 

They will celebrate their 40th wedding nnniuersnry in 1991 ! Bob 

receiued his Master of Diuinity degree from Pittsburgh-Henin 

Seminary. 

Bob and Janet hnue two children; Bruce and Gail Stewart. Bruce 

Bingham and family liue in Lebanon, Ohio. Bruce is seruing ns n Deacon 

in the Lebanon First Presbyterian Church, helping with the church 

school and his wife, Brenda is in the church choir. Gail and her 

husband Cameron are both actiue in our Newhall church ..• Gnil is an 

Elder and has been actiue in the Church School for many years. 

Cameron is presently seruing on the Board of Deacons. 

Reu. Bingham recalls that when he first met with the 

representatiues of the pastor-seeking committee, he asked them 

what goals the-y were seeking in his ministry at Newhall. Their 

answer was three-fold: 

"To help build a new church" 

"To work with Youth" 

"To help gain leadership for our church's life and mission" 

It wasn't too long before the first of these goals presented itself 

in the form of an earthquake which occurred February 9, 

1971 ... hastening the decision to replace the 1923 church. 

The second goal was addressed in Reu. Bingham's 1972 Annual 

Report to the congregation ••• "I am happy with the many steps we 

haue made in Christian Education, in a time many churches are seeing 

a decline in these programs. We haue found renewed interest and 

· leadership for a summer program, eHtended our church school hour 

and haue renewed programs for senior high and college age 

students." This goal has continued ouer the past 23 years as 

euidenced by Jr. and Sr. Hi Fellowship, Youth Club, and Bell choirs 

described later in this chapter. 

The third goal, that of an increase in mission leadership and giuing 

is clearly brought. out in the fact that the First Presbyterian Church of 

Newhall has increased its Mission giuing from $2550 a year in 1968 to 

ouer $33,000 a year in 1989 ! 
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Reu. Bingham, in addition to his duties as pastor, has reached out 

into the Santa Clarita community seruing as Editor and later as 

President of the Newhall Rotary Club; as a member of the Board of 

Director of the Henry Mayo Newhall Memorial Hospital , Choirman of 

the Patient Care Committee for a seuen years, Member of the Quolity 

Assurance Committee, Uice Chairman of the Boord, Inter become 

Chnirman of the Boord nnd todny he serues on the Ethics Committee. 

Reu. Binghnm's seruice beyond the congregntionnl needs ouer the 

past 23 yenrs haue included modernting the Sessions of o number of 

churches in the Presbytery; seruing ns Uice Moderntor nnd Moderotor 

of the Son Fernnndo Presbytery, nnd seruing on on unrious 

Committees of the Presbytery nnd Synod. He is presently Chnirmon of 

the Synod Conference Grounds Mnnngement Committee.

Ploster falling, a leaking roof and power ouerloods combined with 

cold Sunday mornings during the winters of 1969 and 1970 had the 

congregation and Reu. Bingham thinking that a new sanctuory would 

soon be needed. 

The earthquake on February 9, 1971 hastened these thoughts! The 

Fellowship Hall arches supporting the roof were damaged, making the 

Fellowship Hall unsafe and in the Sanctuary, our church organ was 

eHtensiuely damaged. On the Sunday following the earthquake we 

held morning Worship Seruices in the Hilburn Funeral Chapel. 

During the following weeks we learned that the total damoges 

eHceeded ouer $40,000. Jerry Ueenendaal and John Castagno made 

the necessary repairs to the Fellowship Hall and we continued to 

worship in the Sanctuary with "fingers crossed". When it rained, it 

poured! The ushers had to put tarps on the last three pews and 

buckets to cotch the water many times during the year. The 

Christmos Eue and the Christmas Sunday Worship Seruices had to be 

held in the Fellowship Hall in 1971 due to the heauy rains! 

On Moy 3, 1973, the Congregation approued the Master Plot Pion 

for o new Church. In Nouember the County of Los Rngeles gaue final 

opproual of our Conditional Use Permit. 
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The Session appointed o building committee composed of Jerry 

Ueenendool, Chairman and assisted by Barbaro Beckman, Eugene 

Ballif, Georgia Dandy, Koren Effertz, Louis Gobble, Kenneth Lloyd, 

Warren Rokness and eH-officio, Reu. Bingham. 

The Primary octiuity for 1974 inuolued o Building Campaign geared 

to underwrite the General Bnd Building ProgrBms. The CongregBtion, 

in fBith, committed to 8 three yeBr pledge progrBm. The ProgrBm was 

headed by Reu. Cliff Post (Support Agency) and John Fuller and William 

Brice were appointed Chairpersons. Other members of the committee 

included MBrgoret HBskell, Personnel; Joe Kern, Promotion; Alice 

McKay, Stoff Committee; Gory MichBel Bnd Elizabeth Doggy, Dinners; 

ond Joy Hendley ond Jeff Wheeler, Follow-up. Seuenty members of the 

congregation attended training sessions resulting in $88,521 pledged 

toward the new building ouer o three yeor period. 

A building permit wos obtained on January 15, 1975, and the 

Trustees let bids on the building on January 16. 

Ed Bolden donated ciuil engineering, grading, street and sewer 

plans and furnished blueprints of the entire project. 
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The 1976 Building Committee Report told of the Committee's and 

Reu. Bingham's concern and months of study to arriue at a liturgical 

arrangement for worship in the new Sanctuary .•. Suggestiue of the 

"reformed" tradition, the wood Communion table, with its inlaid 

ceramic artwork, rests as a free-standing unit on the quarry tile 

Chancel floor. The pulpit, symbolizing the "Word" has been carefully 

located" as were the pew arrangements. Some of the original stained 

gloss windows will be incorporated into the new windows. The Chi­

Rho symbol on the pulpit is the Greek obbreuiotion for the name of 

"Christ" and proclaims the truth, "I belieue in Jesus Christ, His Son, 

Our Lord". It is superimposed ouer the Rip ha and Omega symbol, 

proclaiming that Jesus Christ is the beginning and the end ... the first 

and the last. 

On February 18, 1976, Jomes Hill was awarded the contract for the 

construction of the new church for a total of $204,558. The Trustee 

also signed a $12,000+ contract with Jos Maes for new stained glass 

to be used in the new Sanctuary. 

Ground Breaking Seruices were held on March 7, 1976 and the 

contract was signed by Mr. Hill and the Trustees during this Seruice. 

We broke ground the first Sunday of Lent (March 14, 1976). The 

Session presented those in attendance a small cross of nails made 

from the square nails taken from the 1891 church structure. Our neHt 

two Sundays were deuoted to sharing a simple euening meal in the 

Fellowship Hall and becoming more aware of the worlds' hunger.

The final Worship Seruice was held in the "old"Church building on 

February 6, 1977. Who can euer forget Reu. Bingham lending the 

Chancel Choir out of the old building and into our new building for a 

Seruice of Communion and the Erection of the Chancel Cross! ( The 

Chancel Cross was made from beams taken from the 1891 Church.) 

During this Seruice members of the Session and the Building 

Committee carried the Cross into the Sanctuary and once inside the 

building, Reu. Bingham inuited all men, women and youth to come 

forward and help hold up the Cross ouer the Communion Table. 

Following the Sacrament, the Cross was placed in its worshipful 

center. 

The following Sunday, February 13,, the formal Seruice of 

Dedication was conducted with Parish Rssociates William Ward and 

Maruin Weishaar assisting. The key to the new building was passed

Bingham "and entrusted him to open not only the building but the 

Word of God to us as well".

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The sealing of the new cornerstone and the resealing of items from 

the 1923 cornerstone took place in the afternoon of February 20, 

1977. 

The stained glass windows were dedicated on February 20. 

The stained glass window which faces Newhall Avenue was drawn by the 

artist, Mr. Jes Meas. The upper right corner has the traditional IHS 

expressing Jesus as the Light of the World; the Cross shows the Love of 

God; the Vine and Branches remind us of our union with Christ; while the 

Wheat and Grapes express the reality of the union and love in the 

Sacrament of the Lord's Supper. The Butterfly give us the word of 

Resurrection and Eternal Life. In the lower corner are shown our 1891 and 

1923 church which have served as landmarks and centers of our Christian 

Faith since 1891. 
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The 1977 Christmas Eue Seruices, held in our new Sanctuary, saw the 

entire Church filled to maHimum capacity (and ouer) with the 

ouerflow sitting in the NartheH Chapel area!

Youth Fellowship 

In 1969, the Session felt thot Christion Education hod to be 

eHponded beyond the weekly Sunday morning Sundoy School ond o SUN 

FUN program was creoted as a part of the summer church school 

progrom. Classes met on the lawn of Dr. and Mrs. Ross on Eighth 

Street, and ot Hort Park, swimming parties were held at the Bollif 

pool, and the young people enjoyed trips to the Los Angeles Zoo ond 

to Forest Lown in Glendole to uiew the uorious religious eHhibits. This 

morked the beginning of our present Youth Club octiuities. 

During the 1970 Christmas Season, the Mariners ond the young 

people of our Church, under the direction and superuision of Ellie 

Fuller prouided o liuing Notiuity Scene in front of the Church (in the 

roin) for the community of Newhall. In 1971 the Junior High group 

octed out the ports of Wise Men ond shepherds in the Liuing Christmas 

Tree Scene. 

In 1971 the Jr. Hi ond Sr. Hi groups enjoyed uorious snow ond beoch 

outings, bike rides to Co stoic, Ice Cream Social. The home of Gwen 
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and Harry Castle was used as a biweekly meeting place for the Senior 

High group. Ray Gray spearheaded a Sr.Hi./College age fellowship 

group in 1972. Jay and Kathryn Headley took ouer as sponsors of the 

Sr. Hi. Fellowship in 1974. 

A midweek youth program of Bible study and singing began in 

1975 under the leadership of Myra Moore and Kathryn Headley. A 

teen choir "Teensing" had it debut in March and during the year would 

sing about euery siH weeks, during the morning worship seruice. The 

Senior Hi group under Jay ond Knthryn Hendley found time to do more 

than just study and discuss the unrious Gospels ••• they enjoyed 

camping in the Wolf's uon at Morro Bay; miniature golfing; an Easter 

party; a surprise party for Sonne Behrens (the foreign eHchange 

student who liued with the Castle's); a weekend at Refugio State 

Beach, Christmas caroling ond a New Years Eue night spent in the 

Wolf's family uan at the Rose Parade.

Jay Headley and Bill Ward were 

responsible for the Senior Hi Fellowship group this year. 

In 1977, the Youth Club added grades 10-11-and 12 and a 

realignment of teaching assignments. Connie Froeberg taught the 1st 

grade; Chris Rutz the 2nd; Eric Uidstrand, 4th; Jay Headley, 5th and 

6th;Reu. Bingham, 7th; Carole Wheeler the 8th and 9th grades; and 

Sigrid Ueenendaal and Bill Ward the Sr. Hi. group. Youth Club 

attendance numbered forty-fiue students. John and Ellie Fuller along 

with Jay and Kathryn Headley reactiuated the Sunday Euening 

Fellowship group.

Keith Franklin, one of our members and a student at Claremont 

School of Theology, was added to the church staff in 1978 to work 

with the Jr. and Sr. Hi group. The Youth Club, under Myra Moore, this 

year had an auerage attendance of 65 youths.

"Witness"under the direction of Kathryn Hendley. The Senior Hi 

Fellowship group enjoyed swimming parties at Uentura Beach. Keith 

left in June of 1979, and port of his work was token ouer by Sharon 

Johnson, o senior at Fuller Seminary. Sharon worked with the Youth 
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os port of her intern ossignment. Mony in the congregotion still

The Youth Club celebroted its 5th yeor in 1980, under the direction 

of Myra Moore. Kathryn Hendley headed the unrious youth choirs and 

the Sunday euening Senior Hi Fellowship continued under Jay Heodley 

and Bill Ward. 

The Sr. Hi. Fellowship group enjoyed n winter retreat at Don ond 

Morion Woters' Rrrowheod cabin and two weekend retreots ot the 

End eon's DHnord Beoch house. If our records ore correct, this wos 

olso the yeor the Youth Fellowship begun their annual pumpkin pie 

ond bread boke prior to the Thonksgiuing season. 

In 1981, Keuin Rudolph, Seminary Intern took ouer the Senior Hi 

Fellowship, assisted by Gail Bingham and Sigrid Ueenendnol. Keuin 

wos olso assigned the responsibility of seruing as Director of the 

Y-outh Club. Myra Moore and Kathryn Hendley retired as Youth Club 

directors, hnuing both been instrumental in starting the Youth Club 

and hnuing nurtured it into n thriuing program. Ellie Fuller continued 

os Chief Cooking Superintendent. Seuernl young people were eHtended 

the opportunity to attend n Youth Club National Conference in Estes 

Park Colorado. They included Kathy Craig, Lisa Endenn, Keuin 

Sindermnn, Shawna Smith and Greg White. 

Record attendance was nchieued in the Senior High Fellowship 

during 1982 with Keuin Rudolph and Gail Bingham heading the 

program. The group enjoyed n Winter Retreat, an Easter Picnic , trip 

to Mogic Mountoin and n kidnap breakfast. Pumpkin pie ond breod 

hokes furnished funds for the group nctiuities at Thonksgiuing. Youth 

Club enjoyed o good yeor too and n pre-club progrom for grodes 1-3 

wos held prior to the regular Youth Club nctiuities on Wednesdoy 

afternoons. Four of our young people attended the Youth Club 

Notional Conference in Estes Pnrk .•• Donnn Jo Kern, Lisn Endenn, John 
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Mayne and Keuin Sindermann. 

With the departure of Keuin Rudolph, Youth Club was continued 

under the direction of Reu. Bingham and the new Seminary intern, Jeff 

Sieuert until September, 1983. Jeff Sieuert remained for one and a 

half years. 

Youth Club was discontinued in 1985 due to lack of leadership. 

Hadley Dnuis was employed in 1985 ns n part time youth director to 

work with the Jr. and Sr. Hi Fellowship group. It was this year we 

saw our youth softball team named champions of the city-wide 

Church Youth softball League under the conching of Bruce Zigtema. 

Other youth nctiuities this year included bench outings, refinishing 

pews, repainting the church house, water skiing, the annual senior 

breakfast, the ice cream socinlnble, n car rally and n working trip to 

San Francisco. 

Clark Cowden, seminary intern, lend the Sr. Hi. Fellowship and other 

youth meetings beginning in September 1986. Clark continued his 

work with the youth until June 1987 when he was called to n hospital 

ministry internship. His work with the youth fellowship was assumed 

by Dan and Karen Cowen and by Craig and Lydia Campbell. "Rduenture 

Club" was started in October 1987, reinstating n mid-week youth 

group for grades 3 through 6 under the direction of Kathryn Hendley. 

In the summer of 1988, the Rduenture Club changed its name back to 

Youth Club. Sarah Morrison took ouer the leadership of the Youth Club 

from Kathryn Hendley in the fall of 1989 and directed the nctiuities of 

the group until her resignation in 1990. 

Church School 

When Bob Bingham became pastor in 1970, John Fuller was the 

Church School Superintendent, assisted by Floyd Yingst. The Church 

School staff consisted of siHteen teachers and helpers and the 

enrollment totaled 177. 
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"Christian Faith and Action" curriculum was implemented by John 

Fuller in the fall of 1 970 by the Church School. Junior High and 

Fellowship actiuities during this year included a trip to the Rose 

Parade, Mount Pintos snow trip, an ice skating party, Ice cream sociol, 

Disneyland trip, painting their basement classroom and at yeor end, 

the singing of Christmas Carols to the uarious shut-ins of our 

congregation. 

Our church records indicate thot John Fuller and Floyd Yingst 

serued as Church School administrators until 1973. Rn outstanding 

Bouman Bible Study Series was launched in 1972 by Reu. Binghom ond 

successfully used ouer the neHt seueral years followed by Borcloy's 

commentary used in the Adult Home study groups. In 1973, Kothy 

Rokness and Carole Wheeler took ouer from John Fuller os Church 

School Coordinators and introduced "team teaching". The Church 

School hod 22 officers, teachers and helpers in 1973, the year in which 

attendance peaked · at 207. In 1974 Georgia Dandy was recognized by 

the Session and the Church School for her ten years of seruice os 

Church School Secretory. Jay and Katherine Heodley were appointed 

Sr. Hi Fellowship coordinators for the group which met Sundoy 

euenings. 

Time flies ... it was fifteen years ago ( 1975) that many of the young 

odults of today remember Janet Macey's Natiuity collection ... Jonet 

hod ouer 100 such scenes and the Church School children and Moriners 

enjoyed her "open house". 

In 1976, Kathy Littleton was named Church School Coordinator ond 

with o staff of 21 brought the attendance bock up from 154 in 1976 to 

183 in 1978.

(Alexander Hume served as the 
first Elder of the First Presbyterian 

Church of Newhall from 1891-1921. He was also Sunday 

School Superintendent during this same period of time) 

Mr. AleHonder Hume wos born in Toronto, Conodo, January 28, 

1852. He wos married to Anno McNabb ot Barrie, Conodo ond they 

had two children. In 1889 Mr. Hume ond his family come to California, 

stayed o short time, returned to Uictoria B.C. for a year ond then 

returned to Newhall. 

Mr. Hume wos o c_horter member of the First Presbyterian Church 

and serued os on Elder ond Sunday School Superintendent. Reu. W. H. 

Euans, a close personal friend officiated ot Mr. Hume's funeral. The 

pallbearers, oll longtime friends, were Judge Powell, J. T. Gifford, H. 

Clay Needham, S. D. Dill, T. M. Frew, ond C. M. Reynolds. All businesses 

and public schools were closed the day of Mr. Hume's funeral. 
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The following is the IN MEMOR I RL which was written by the Reu. 
W. H. Eunns and published in the Friday, April 8, 1921 edition of the 

Newhall Signal.: 

"On Sunday morning, in the little church that Mr. Hume 

loued and worked since its organization 30 years ago, n 

seruice was held in his louing memory. 

The seruice opened with the Hymn "0 For n Thousand 

Tongues to Sing of My Redeemer's Praise." The teHt was 

token from 1st Kings 

19-20, "Let me I pray thee, kiss my Father and my 

Mother and then I will follow thee." 

The writers tribute was in port 8S follows: "We h8ue met 

to P8Y n louing tribute to one whom we 811 loued 8nd 

whose memory we will euer cherish in our hearts •. His 

m8ntle h8s f8llen on us 8S n people 8nd it is for us to 

t8ke the p8rt of th8t m8ntle th8t God pl8ces on us 8nd 

ask Him to make us f8ithful to the trust th8t hos been 

committed to our core."

The following W8S Mr. Sh8ffer's tribute 8nd W8S re8d by 

Mrs. Dill. Mr. Hume. the neighbor "We m8y spe8k of 8 
m8n 8S 8 good citizen, 8S 8 good le8der of men, but to 

truly know 8 man is thru the office of 8 friend or 

neighbor. It h8s been our uery good fortune to be 8 

friend and neighbor of Mr. Hume for seuer8I years; to see 

him doily and to enjoy the hospitality of his home. His 

neighborliness did not only rejoice with you in your 

joyous moments, but comforted you in your s8d ones. In 

sickness 8nd c8I8mity, his doors were opened 8nd we 

were told that his home W8S ours 8nd it W8S for m8ny 

d8ys. Not only the home 8nd the f8ithful ministr8tions 

of his wife were our, but 8 uery kindly inquiry of 
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financial needs and an offer to do anything in his power 

for us. 

If enuiousness were by nature mine, I could but enuy the 

fellowship of those who haue known him thru long years. 

May God grant that you and I when our summons comes, 

may go to our reward with the calm assurance of a 

perfect rest, as has been the lot of RleHander Hume." 

We know that Mr. and Mrs. Shaffer enjoyed and 

appreciated the kindness and hospitality bestowed on 

them by Mr. and Mrs. Hume. We also know that Mr. 

Hume held them dear in his heart and that he said if the 

time euer came that this wife and daughter could not 

take care of him, he wanted Mr. and Mrs. Shaffer to do 

so. Mrs. Hume said that the louing seruice and tender 

ministry of Mr. and Mrs. Shaffer could not be told in 

words, but the memory of their deuotion would euer 

haue a large place in her heart. 

Mrs. Wilson, Mrs. Dawson and Mrs. Shaffer sang 

"Beautiful Isle of Somewhere" and at the close of the 

Seruice, "Asleep in Jesus". 

Mrs. Louis Ziegler's subject was "Mr. Hume, the Sunday 

School Superintendent." Following is a part of her 

wonderful story, "During the past 30 years Mr. Hume has 

been Superintendent of the School and for 25 years he 

has traueled to the Church many times on foot, thru 

winter storms, spring rains, and summer heat. Many 

times his family and himself would be the only ones to 

compose the Sunday School class, but Sunday School 

would be taken up just the same. He has serued the 

School in euery capacity from caretaker of the building 

to the Superintendent of the School. He could interest 

the children, hold the attention of the boys, fascinate 

the girls with his stories of personal eHperiences ond 

instruct the adults." 

There are many former Newhall people who look back to 
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their Sunday School days and thank God for Rle11ander 

Hume. Mrs. Ziegler has been associated with Mr. Hume in 
Sunday School work for seueral years and he often spoke 

of her faithful seruice and louing deuotion to the School. 

Mr. H. Clay Needham's subject was "Mr. Hume the 

Citizen". He said in part, ••.. "During all these years we 

haue walked side by side and worked hand in hand. He 

was a grand, noble, upright and stalwart man, euer 

ready to do his part for his community and his country. 

RII men respected him, had faith in him, knew him to be a 

man of God and would go to him for aduice, help and 

sympathy, which he freely gaue. Newhall will neuer be 

the same to me. Oh how I shall miss him for he was a 

brother greatly beloued." 

Mr. F. P. Houey represented the Saugus Sunday School 

and paid a splendid tribute to the memory of Mr. Hume, 

going back to the first day that he met him in a business 

way in the long ago and coming on to the times when Mr. 

Hume would assist in the Communion Seruices in Saugus. 

"Worship the King" and "My Jesus I Loue Thee" were 

sung during the seruice. 

The following resolutions were offered by the writer and 

adopted by the congregation: "In ns much ns our all­

wise God and louing Father has called our beloued Elder 

and Superintendent, RleHnnder Hume to his Henuenly 

home, we the members of the congregation of the 

Newhall Presbyterian church, offer the following 

resolutions: 

'Be it resolued, that in the passing of Mr. Hume, we haue 

lost a most efficient church officer, n faithful and 

deuoted Sunday School Superintendent, n louing Co­

worker and n true friend, one who endeared himself to 

all with whom he came in contact, because of his 

beautiful Christian life, which reminds one of the words 

of St. Paul who said, 'Ye are liuing epistles, known and 

rend of all men.' 
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'Be it resolued that we herewith eHtend our heartfelt 

sympathy to Mrs. Hume and the members f her family,, 

praying that God of all Grace will giue the t he Grace, 

Peace Loue and Strength that they need at this time.' 

'Resolued that a copy of these resolutions be sent to 

Mrs. Hume, a copy to be spread on the sessional records 

and a copy to be sent to the Newhall Signal and San 

Fernando Ualley Press." 
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H. Clay Needham 

(H. Clay Needham is the elder who had the 
second longest tenure on the Session 

of the Newhall First Presbyterian Church, He served for 
25 years as a ruling elder) 

Mr. H. Clay Needham was born in Hardin County, Kentucky and spent his early childhood there. 
He came to California in 1889 and made is home in Newhall. He did the survey and engineering 

on the 1891 church. He was ordained a ruling elder of the Presbyterian Community Church in 

1908 and served as a faithful member of the Session until 1933. He was active in the community 

affairs in Newhall and throughout the state. He was a Presidential candidate on the 

Prohibitionist Ticket in 1920 and was also a candidate for the Senate in 1922. Mr. Needham 

died on February 21, 1936. 

At the time he was running as a candidate for the U.S. Senate, Blanche B. Brown, Publisher 

of the Newhall Signal ran the following editorial (8/11/1922): 

"H. CLA V NEEDHAM 

PROHIBITION CANDIDATE FOR 

U.S. SENATE 

Friends of H. Clay Needham have placed his name on the primary 

Prohibition ticket for United States senator. 

Few individuals are better known or more thoroughly identified with every 

phase of the prohibition movement in this sate than Mr. Needham. He has 

never affiliated with either of the dominant political parties, having been a 

lifelong party Prohibitionist, and yet he is known to his friends as a man 

eminently fitted to occupy any position within the gift of the people. 

During his many years residence in this community, Mr. Needham has, by 

his upright life and kindly disposition, won his way to the hearts and 

commanded the confidence of all with whom he has been associated, and 

holds a place in their esteem and affection which is rarely ever given to any 

one individual to enjoy. 

Born and reared in Hardin county, Kentucky, he was a youth, an outspoken 

abolitionist before the Civil War land the enthusiastic champion of an 

enslaved race, believing fully that "God created all men with certain 

inalienable rights of life, liberty and happiness," regardless of race, clime or 

color. During the Civil War, while too young to enter the service, he was an 

avowed Lincolnite as the term was applied to those most outspoken against 

human slavery, and rendered service, boy as he was, in ways of scout and 

informant in the days of guerrilla warfare in his state. 
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After the war, from having seen the sins and ravages of alcohol among 
those he cared for, he at once began a life work of opposition to its legalized 
existence. He carried the petitions for the first local option law ever 
attempted in Kentucky and entered the fight for its adoption with the zeal of 
a fanatic. In 1872, the yearof his majority, he severed his relations with the 
Republican party, on its adopting the "Raster Resolution" which virtually 
annihilated the Christian Sabbath and turned ~e national administration 
over to rum and brewers of beer, and ever since he has been an insistent 
and consistent advocate of the doctrine of Political Party Prohibition 
Organization, holding that no great reform in any democratic government 
can ever be fully accomplished without an organized party administration 
back of it. 

While Mr. Needham's name will appear only on the Prohibition ballot at the 
primaries, many of his friends who have known him longest and best are 
intending to write his name in on the ballots of both the Republican and 
Democratic parties, and shall all do this, and make his vote unanimous in 
this, his home precinct, no more fitting compliment could be paid a more 
deserving man. If the children could vote, he would certainly sweep this 
community as every child of every creed and nationally knows and loves 
him and he is their unfailing friend. 

Mr. Needham has, all his life, been connected not only locally but nationally 
with every forward prohibition movement. In 1871 he joined the 

Independent Order of Good Templars and has ever since been a member of 
the organization, keeping its every pledge with religious observance. In 
1889 in the meeting of the Kansas Grand Lodge of Good Templars, he drew 
the resolutions which started the constitutional amendment for the sate and 
committed the order to it. The petitions of the Legislature to have it placed 
upon the ballot were circulated through the subordinate lodges. He 

campaigned much of the state for its adoption and gave generously of both 
time and money for its enforcement when it had become a part of the state's 
constitutional law. 

Coming to California in 1889, he located at Newhall, and at once was given 
a prominent place among the prohibition forces of the state, and as a logical 
and convincing platform speaker and orator for the cause he has had few 
equals. For many years he has been a recognized leader and chairman of 
the party in this state. He was elected as the choice of the prohibitionist of 
this state as their presidential candidate two years ago, and had it not been 
for an attack of heat prostration and subsequent illness which prevented his 
attendance at the national convention, he would doubtless have received the 
national presidential nomination. 

This candidacy for the Senate give the temperance forces an opportunity to 

vote for a man who can be relied upon to combat to the last ditch any effort 
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to weaken the Volstead Act looking to the allowing of the coming back of 
wines and beers, as well as an effective supporter of all patriotic, forward, 
progressive and moral legislation which would help to bring this country back 
to the fundamental principles which have made it great. 

Mr. Needham is a zealous churchman and a generous supporter of every 
moral and religious effort. His great-grandfather bivouacked at Valley Forge 
and fought through the Revolutionary War, and one of his most cherished 
possessions is the little wooden canteen which his grandsire made and 
carried through all those eventful years. The Puritan blood of those who 

gavetheir all to this land in its infancy flows through his veins and he has 
ever been faithful to their high ideals. 

It is an honor to our community that Mr. Needham's name is placed upon the 
ballot, and it would be a still greater honor if every voter would write his 
name for the place he is so eminently fitted to occupy, on the ballot he casts 

at the primary election." 
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Mr. and Mrs. Robert Chase 

(From an interuiew by 
Myra Moore in August 1990) 

Marilyn remembers her family arriuing in Newhall on a 
Saturday afternoon in 1955. "All seuen of us". The neHt day the entire 
Fruendenthal family took their Sunday Best from their suitcases and 
attended the morning Seruices at the Presbyterian Church. 

"Our first impression of the Presbyterian Church? ... we liked it o 
lot ... in fact there was only one other Protestant church (Baptist) and of 
course the Catholic Church. Reu. Weston was the pastor and the Church 
was engaged in many octiuities." Newhall wos o small community ond 
one did not moue into the area without o warm welcome from 
eueryone ... from the druggist to the postmaster" 

Bob Chose remembers attending the Newhall Presbyterian 
Church for his first time in 1948. He graduated from Hort High School and 
remembers thot Ruth Jones wos one of his earlier teachers. Bob liued in 
Hanby Hills with his uncle ond mother. "Corl McCloflin, his stepfather 
helped build the Fellowship Holl". Bob joined the Church in 1958, the 
same year he ond Marilyn were married. "We haue been octiue in many 
Church actiuities ouer the many years, Marilyn wos in the choir in the 
early years, I played on the first softball team ... we houe both serued as 
Deacons and were actiue in the Mariners organization, and we both 
serued as Church Treasurer for three years", Bob recalled. 

Marilyn, with a twinkle in her eye, also remembered that the 
Pastor got her miHed up with her twin sister, Mory ond Marilyn was 
almost the bride of her brother-in-law! 

Both Marilyn and Bob stoted that 'in the early days' they were 
influenced and hold a special place in their hearts for the Wes tons', Chris 
Ertel, Mary Booth, Alice McKay, Ruth and Floyd Yingst, Grandma Jones, 
Wayne Jones and Dorothy Larinan, Don Frew, Mrs. Groce Houey and 
Florence Hildebrand. "The Church was smaller and eueryone seemed to 
know each other better •.• we had lots of family picnics and there were 
fewer people in the church." 

Mr. and Mrs. Robert Chase 
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MRS. CHRISTENA ERTEL 
(My lnterulew with Mrs. Ertel took place et her home In April 1990 •.. JK) 

Christena and her husband Alfred were married in Williamsport, 

Pennsyluania in 1933. They had one son, Ronald Ertel. The family 

moued to California in 1944, dur ing World War 11, and attended the 

Newhall Community Church (as it was commonly known at that time) 

and became members in 1949. 

Christena recalls that the Church was undergoing seueral 

changes when they arriued. "Reu. Rowley was in the process of 

leauing ••• and only thirty people, including the choir, were regularly 

attending the morning Church seruices. Attendance at the Sundoy 

School, howeuer, was good". Christe no soon became a teocher in the 

Primary Department. 

"Dorothy Larinan was the first friend I met when we enrolled 

our 3 1 /2 year old son in Sunday School. Dorothy was superintendent 

of the Sunday School (Primary Department) and Roy Kissinger wos the 

superintendent of the entire Sunday School." 

"My husband, Alfred, became quite actiue in the Sunday School 

ond serued as Sunday School Superintendent for siH years. He also 

serued two terms as Ruling Elder (Class of '56 and '62) seruing under 

Reu. John Christensen and Reu. Joe Robertson." 

Christena recalled "the Sunday School grew rapidly under Reu. 

Christensen's pastorate and the growth prompted the decision by the 

Session to build a Fellowship Hall. There were seueral problems ... some 

of the church property had been sold preuiously •.• the property north 

of the church manse ••• and in addition, parking had to be prouided. The 

lond where the present sanctuary stands was repurchased during Reu. 

Joseph Robertson's pastorate." 

"I remember how the women worked to furnish the new kitchen 

in the Fellowship Hall ... the many cookie sales, bake sales, the sauing 

of Betty 

Crocker coupons for siluerware •• the uarious 4th of July booths and 

especially the Swiss Steak Community Dinner! I would help do it all 

ouer again if the need arose! The construction of the Fellowship Holl 
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wos completed ond dedicated during John Weston's postorote." 

Christena ond Dorothy Lorinon were the two women responsible 

for the first boby nursery ot the Church. Christena remembers, "this 

just happened in 1951 when on o Soturdoy, before Seruices, Reu. 

Weston needed o nursery ... Oorothy ond I found o crib thot Reu. 

Christensen hod left, we cleaned the crib, Mr. Wickham donated o 

mattress and Rlfred spent a total of 27 cents for nuts and bolts ... My 

Mother made crib sheets, and on Sunday morning, the nursery become 

o reolity." 

Christeno has been an actiue member of our congregotion for 

mony years. She hos been o teacher in the Church School, serued 

twice on the Boord of Oeocons, was actiue in the Women's Rssociotion 

ond is Treasurer of the Pres Club. Christeno serued os Historian for 

the Women's Rssociotion ond wos o uoluoble reference to me os I 

wrote this book.

R Si/uer Beauer, Bakers helper, Carpenters Helper, Seminary (almost) 
student, 

Louing Husband, Dedicated Christian "Will the RERL Don Frew stand up?" 

You guessed it ••• Don Frew has been of of these aboue nnd much 
more. Today, Don holds the record for being a member of the First 
Presbyterian Church of Newhall longer than anyone else in our Church 
todny. The Church records indicate he joined the Church in 1921. •. 70 
years ago! 

Don was born in 1905 and was baptized on April 30, 1905 by the 
Reu. John Monroe (who serued as pastor of our congregation from 1901-
1908. The earliest recollections Don has of his Sabbath School days and 
early Church attendance was his yearning to always sit neHt to H. Cloy 
Needham. "Mr. Needham always droue his team of horses to Church and 
the kids all fought to see who would sit neHt to him in the pew. He 
always carried a bag of hard candy in his pocket and kept us kids happy 
... and quiet." 

"After Reu. Monroe left (he was the 9th minister), Reu. Thomas was 
pastor for short time and then Reu. Wylie came. Reu. Wylie worked for 
the railroad during the week as a flagman, on the south end of the 
tunnel going to Snn Fernando. He and Mrs. Wylie would ride the train 
down to the Newhall Station on Sunday mornings. After the morning 
Worship Seruice, AleH Hume would take the Wylie's back up to Fremont 
Pass. I was with them one time and asked why Mr. Hume didn't take the 
Wylie's all the way home? (The Wylie's liued at the Tunnel Station). Mr. 
Hume told me that if he did that, he would haue to pay the toll at the 
pass.". 

"When Mrs. Wylie passed away I was at the Funeral Seruice and I 
remember that when the undertaker closed the casket, I cried and cried 
and Mrs. Hume asked me what was wrong. I told her I wanted to see 
Mrs. Wylie! 
The undertaker opened the casket and lifted me up in his arms so I could 
see her. Mrs. Wylie was buried in back of the old ( 1891) Church and 
when the Fellowship Hall was built I guess no one realized that her 
graue was there. It was only marked by a concrete railing .•. so as for as 
I know Mrs. Wylie is still at rest under our Fellowship Hall." 

"I remember Reu. Eu ans as a great story teller. He loued the kids 
and we all loued him. He had a scar on his face but it was hidden by his 
mustache. One of his fauorite stories was 'The Little Engine That Could'. 
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He always used a story to illustrate the theme of his sermons. I could 
always remember his sermon. Heu. Euans came from Wilmington, 
California and many times we would haue picnic lunches and other 
programs with the members of the Wilmington Presbyterian Church. 
Reu. Euans also preached in Acton and Saugus, first traueling by 
horseback and then by Motel T Ford. I would go driuing with Reu. Euans 
almost euery Sunday afternoon." 

"We had Christian Endeauor euery Sunday euening and many times 
my Mother was asked by Reu. Euans to bring her Edison phonograph. It 
was a beauty with a flowered horn. My Mother would announce thnt we 
would now hear 'Siluer Threads Among The Gold', but we (angels of the 
Christian Endeauor) would fool her and slip in an Uncle Josh record in 
place of the announced song." 

"During those early days, I remember how my Father would baby 
sit my youngest brother and how one Sunday euening a brown eyed 
Douglas opened the back door to the Church (just a crack) and look in to 
see where Mother wns. Douglas had on a long night gown and Mother, 
sitting in the congregation saw him peeking through the door and was 
horrified! Reu. Euans made my Mother go to the door, and bring him in 
to sit in the pew with her." 

"One of my fondest memories was my Mother's making doughnuts 
for the Church. She would make 20 dozen and I would fry them for her. 
(I got to eat the holes) Mother did this for the Ladies Rid Society." 

"Another memory about the Christian Endeauor group ..• we sang 
Christmas Carols to William S. Hart and to his sister. (She had snapped 
her neck when their chauffeur driuen too fast on Foothill Blud.) Mr. Hart 
gaue our song lead a two pound boH of candy and then later sent a $1 ODD 
check to the Church to be used in the building of a Christian Education 
facility." 

"Rs a boy I always wanted to organize a Scout troop. Reu. Euans 
became the Scout Master of Troop #2, which is still actiue today. I later 
did organize a Cub Pack which also is actiue today." (Note: Don has 
receiued many awards and honors for his years of seruice to Scouting, 
including the prestigious 'Siluer Beau er'.) 'Euery time we had Scout 
meting, we would heme to tell of a good deed that we had done daily. 
still follow this rule today". 

"About the time I joined the Church ( 1921 ), Mr. Clay Needham 
offered to pay my way in college if I would study to be a minister. I 
now look back and realize what an honor this was for me to haue been 
offered this opportunity." 
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"I belieue Mae Reynolds was the organist when I joined the 
Church. I remember her telling me that she wasn't going to be able to 
attend church a particular Sunday, but said 'I'm glad you are doing it. 
You will belong to the one institution that is trying to make the Kingdom 
come on earth as it is in heauen.' Mrs. Reynolds inuited my brother to 
Church one time and my brother said that if he attended the roof might 
fall in ... Sure enough a big piece of plaster fell right on the organ when he 
did attend." 

"My wife, Irene, was President of the Ladies Rid. Rt her Memorial 
Seruice our Minister told me that due to her leadership in the Womans 
Ladies Rid, she was responsible for the forming of the women circles in 
our Church •.. something that no one else had been able to do." 

"One last story that I will tell is that when working as a young boy 
on the building of the manse, I carried the shingles up the ladder to the 
men putting on the roof. The women of the Church always had dinner 
ready for us when the work day was done." 

Don Frew in his 70+ years as a member of this Church has certainly 
done more than carry shingles or eat donut holes. He is a dedicated 
Christian, a person who you can call on to do any task. His entire life has 
been one of seruice to his fellow men. 

D_on Frew and Dorothy Larinan 
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Mr. RND MRS. GEORGE HRRR IS 

(From on interuiew of George ond Dorothy Horris 
by 

Les ond Millie Tonner on September S, 1 990) 

George come to Newholl in 1948, os o High School principol ond 
teocher. He first commuted from Los Angeles ond Inter from Son 
Fernondo, mouing here in 1949. " When we first orriued I remember 
there were only o uery smoll group ottending the Sundoy 
Seruices ... obout fifteen or twenty", Dorothy 
soid. 

"Newholl's Community Church wos the Presbyterion Chruch," she 
noted ond George odded "only four other churches were here .. the 
Cotholic, Loter Doy Soints, Seuenth Doy Rduentist ond the Four Squore". 

George ond Dorothy both stoted "the most meaningful eHperiences 
included our ossociotion with mony eorly church members ond in 
porticulor: Wolter Cook ond his wife (which goue the church the chimes, 
which ore no longer in use todoy); Tom Frew ond his wife Potsy; 
Trueblood, Perkins ond Aikens; Millie O'Neol; Groce Houey ond Florence 
Hildebrond; Euo Pullor ond Minnie Dowson ond of course, Dr. Ross, who is 
liuing in Uenturo, should be on inuited guest to the "1991 Return to 
Newholl Presbyterion Church Celebrotion". 

"When Postor Weston come, he worked hord building up the Church 
membership. He wos octiue in the Kiwoni's Club ond euen 'recruited' 
members omong whom mony become octiue in the Church", soid Dorothy. 

Rt the mention of the Kiwonions .•• George with thot wonderful smile 
of his couldn't help but recall some of the "great times" he ond others of 
the congregation hod ot uorious meetings. "I remember Chitwood 
(furniture owner) who hod o great passion for flowers, ond their 
photogrophs ... onywoy someone slipped in o photo in one of his 
lectures .•. " ond thot Mogicion Blackwell ond his beautiful ossistont ..• 
whot the loter wore (or didn't) weor ot o performance ot the Newhall 
Bowl will be long remembered!. .. ond Som Hymon ond Don Frew ond the 
Spelling Contest, I 'II neuer forget. Lost but not the least ... the incident 
where I hod brought o new Superintendent by the nome of Tolby to o 
meeting ond Perkins (R.B) ofter houing been sprayed by on ice cube ot 
the meeting, got up ond poured o bucket of water on Perkins. (Tolby 
who wos sitting neHt to him, got obit wet too!) ond I olso remember 
thot Joe Robertson ofter telling me to pork in o "NO PARKING" oreo, "Its'

Ok, George!. .. park." .. ond then the note (and lnnguoge) left on the 
• windshield ... " 

Dorothy, breaking into the conuersotion, turned the interuiew bock 
to specifics, remembering when on usher, during the time when Reu. Joe 
Robertson wos pastor, dropped the entire collection plate! "Yes,", 
replied George, "and I remember that one Sundoy just before Bob 
Bingham arriued we hod on intern minister, a singing minister, and one 
Sunday, a fellow came into the church, and sitting on the first pew (in 
the old church), was quite pleased with the message of the sermon and 
gaue seueral RMENS! during the course of the presentation." (Les Tanner, 
who was in the choir, also remembered this incident.) 

Rgain thoughts turned back to the "early days" when George and 
Dorothy recalled hauing annual turkey dinners prepared in the Fall, by 
Gladys' Channey. "We would sell ouer 200 tickets to these affairs", said 
Dorothy. "I also remember that the first time we came to Church, it was 
Wayne Jones who was ushering and he did this for many many years!" 
" And we will always houe close remembrances of our special friendship 
with Bud and Barbaro Johnson and Som and Margaret Haskell", George 
remarked. 

George serued on the Boord of Trustees in 1954 and on Session 
(Closs of 1962). Dorothy serued on the Session Closs of 19 65. George was 
reelected to the Session and hos serued during the years 1969-1971 
... Dorothy too, reelected to the Session seruing in the Closs of 1975. 

In the final minutes of the interuiew, Dorothy, speaking for the 
family, "The Newhall Church is uery uery special to George and me. We 
both feel a special closeness to the members of the Congregation in the 
shoring of our thoughts and ideas, common spiritual beliefs and basic 
friendships". 

Mr. and Mrs. George Harris 
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MRS. LRURR DRUIDSON HOWIE 
(From an lnterulew of Mrs. Howle by Janet Macey on June 6 , 1990) 

"I wos born in Soskotoon, Conodo ond liued there until I wos 
eighteen. My fother wos quite octiue in the United Church of Conodo ond 
my mother wos o choir leoder. I wos roised in o Christion home." 

"At eighteen, I left for North Dokoto ond went into Nursing. During 
one of my uocotions to Conodo I met Jock Howie" (Jock ond Louro were 
morried thirty yeors loter ... this ofter the deoth of her first husbond). 

"In 1 939, my first husbond, Horry Douidson ond I moued to o fiue 
ocre ronch in Gormon, then loter we moued to Costoic. I become o 
member of this Church in 1 958 during the time my mother ond sister 
were liuing with us. One of the first memories of the Church I houe was 
the uisit of one of the Elders who told me "When you belong to the 
Church, you ore eHpected to tithe!". 

"I houe serued os an Elder and Deacon in the Church. I remember 
thot when I was o Deacon, Eua Puller wos on the Board ond the question 
of o Nursery School came up .. .later os on Elder I recall the question of 
where to locate the "new" Church wos on issue ond our Session hod 
three options ... o lot in Uolencio, in Sund Canyon ond our present Church 

site." 

"Another thing I remember wos the donotion of bells to the Church. 
We were oll so proud of the bells! ... ond then in 1966 we receiued o letter 
from o neighbor asking the bells be discontinued os they were disturbing 
the peoce." 

"When I wos elected on Elder, Gene Boliff wos elected ot the some 
time. Prior to our first Session meeting, Gene turned to me ond asked, 
"Whot is this oll obout? Guess we hod better go in ond find out". Gene 
and I haue always been good friends since that time." 

"The people I remember the most include the Boliffs', Eua Pullar, 
Warren Rakness, Wayne Jones, ond most recently Sorah Morrison. I 
enjoy Reu. Bingham's sermons. He hos done great job, he is o fabulous 
manager ond I om impressed by his accomplishments." 

"Being o member of the Newhall Presbyterian Church is uery 
important to me. It is a part of my life!". 
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Mr. Wayne Jones 

(from an lnterutew with Joe Kern In January 1991) 

Wayne Jones was born in Nebraska. He is the brother of Dorothy Larinan and 
they shared fiue other brothers. During World War 11, Wayne spent some time 

in the U.S. Rir Force at an air base in Anchorage, Rlaska before heading south 
to California. 

tuayne became a member of the First Presbyterian Church on February 21, 
1954. Reu. Joe Weston was pastor and Minnie Dawson the Clerk of the 

Session. In 1958 Wayne was ordained and serued as a Deacon and in 1961 he 

was ordained and serued as a Elder. 

In addition to his official duties, Wayne had been the head usher, seruing as 
such in tne old church prior to the '71 earthquake. Indeed, I remember Wayne 

with his euer present smile and outstretched hand not only before the 
morning seruices but afterwards as well! 

Wayne recalls, "I like the dinners, socials, and fellowship we shared in the 
basement of the old Church, but the euent I remember most fondly was that 

day in 1979 ... September 30, when Bob married Uiolet Waggoner and me!" 

"My most humorous recollection were the efforts that were made in the old 

Church to combat the rain ... we had a water leak that no one seemed to be 

able to fiH. One Sunday I saw that pans, kettles, umbrellas, and uarious 

cooking utensils were scattered about the last pew in the Church in an 
attempt to alleuiate the problem. Many of the congregation Joined with me 
in laughter!" 

Today, Wayne and Ui are in attendance almost euery Sunday, sitting in the 

third pew in the back of the Church ... and ... as in years past, Wayne is always 

there with a smile and warm handshake for all. 
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Mrs. Dorothy Larinan 

(From on interuiew by Christeno Ertel) 

Dorothy (Jones) Lorinon wos born in Myrno, Nebrosko. She wos the 

only doughter in o fomily of siH brothers. The fomily moued to 

Mountoin Uiew, Missouri in 1925 where Dorothy finished her 

elementory ond high school educotion. After high school she enrolled 

in Teochers College in Springfield ond in time become on elementory 

school teocher. 

While teoching in Springfield, she met ond morried George (Bud) 

Lorinon. They 

moued to o 40 ocre ronch in Pico Conyon neor Newholl where Bud wos 

octiue in roising cottle ond being o beekeeper. Dorothy continued 

liuing ot her ronch ofter the deoth of Bud ond until quite recently 

continued in the monogement of the cottle ronch. 

Dorothy joined the First Presbyterion Church in 1938, ouer 52 yeors 

ogo ond with her musicol tolent ond leodership obility, uolunteered to 

be in chorge of the Beginners-Primory department of the Sunday 

School. Her leodership in the 20 yeors of teoching ond odministrating 

in the Sundoy School contributed to th_e mony successful Children's 

Day and Christmas programs held in the Fellowship Hall. Dorothy 

"retired" os Superintendent of the Church School on February 7, 1960 

and Rlfred Ertel deliuered the following tribute "The Church being a 

religious institution contains many people who deuote their liues to 

the joy ond fellowship of those oround them. The fruits of their 

labors ond not felt until long ofter their tosk hos been completed. 

Today we honor such o person who hos giuen 20 yeors of teaching and 

odministrating our Church Schuot Mony fomilies haue felt the impact 

of her teoching ond guidonce on their children ond os on odministrotor 

hos introduced policies both beneficiol to the Church ond to the 

Church School." 

Today, Dorothy is the only remoining member of the Fellowship Hall 

Building Committee which hod the responsibility of building design, 

securing uolunteer labor, ond roising the necessary finances for the 
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furniture ond fiHtures of the Fellowship Holl which wos dedicated ijn 

1953. The building wos started during the pastorote of Reu. John 

Christensen ond wos dedicated by Reu. John Weston. 

When the Women's nssociotion wos organized in the 1950's, Dorothy 

become on octiue member, seruing wheneuer needed. She wos first in 

the Lois Circle ond then h1ter in the Ruth Circle. Her Bible lessons 

were olwoys well receiued. 

Dorothy too, wos actiue in the "Homebuilders" ... o sociol orgonizotion 

of our church for married couples. 

Two yeors ogo the Presbyterian Women 0rgonizotion recognized 

Dorothy for her mony accomplishments ouer the 50 years she hos 

been octiue in the Church! In 1990, the Presbyterian Women mode her 

on Honorary Life Member. 

Todoy, we oll ore praying for Dorothy's sight to be restored. Thon ks 

Dorothy for your loue of our Church ond of our children ouer these 

mony yeors. 
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Mrs. Rlice McKay 

(From an interuiew of Mrs. Alice McKay by 

Janet Macey on June 5, 1 990) 

Alice McKay remembers first coming to Newhall in 1937. She and 

Walter were married on May 24, 1937. 

"We had hardly settled in our new home before two women 

from the Presbyterian Church came by and asked me to help them 

with the arts and crafts in the Uacation Bible School of the First 

Presbyterian Church. One of these ladies was Mrs. Lamkin, the wife of 

the Cheurolet dealer (who had his business located neHt to my 

husband's garage) and the other lady was Mrs. Dawson. Both the 

Lamkins and Dawsons were strong and deuout Presbyterians." [Alice's 

eHpertise in decorating for the many church dinners and bazaars does 

in fact date back to 1 937 ! 1 

"I went to work at the local telephone company, and being the 

low person on the totem pole, had to work on Sundays. It was this 

way for many years, so I was unable to attend Church ... then World 

War 11 came, and Walter went into the armed seruices and I again 

started going to Church with Mrs. Shofner. It was during this period of 

time that the Church was undergoing some difficulty, so again I 

stayed away from any controuersy and attended only frequently up 

until the time Walter and I were blessed with Connie. She was four 

years old when we adopted her and I belieue the uery second Sunday 

after she came to us, we had her in Sunday School and she didn't miss 

a Sunday for many a year. I recall that euen on uacation, Walter 

would stop on Sunday morning and Connie would uisit Sunday School 

and receiue a notification of her attendance!" 

"I belieue I joined the church in 1956 and haue serued as both 

an Elder and a Deacon." 

"For years, I serued as Treasurer, or assistant treasurer, and it 

worked well ... my husband was on a 24 hour call, ond if I wos unoble 

to get the monies, Connie would get it for me. I did this up to 1969." 
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"Rs o Deocon I remember working with Mrs. Normon ond Mrs. 

Freudenthol on uorious ort ond croft projects. Rnd on our Birthdoy 

Dinners ... l remember when I wos in the Mory Mortho Circle we 

decoroted twelue tobles ond continued this trodition for mony yeors. 

Wolter (ot the dinners) olwoys wonted my cooking. We held our 

dinners (ond bozoors in the basement of the church and later in the 

Fellowhip Holl) .•• I remember thot I receiued first prize, two yeors in o 

row for toble decoroting ond second prize the third yeor, so you see I 

do enjoy this work!" 

"We hod great fun at the Bozoors too ..• l remember one time when 

we used one of the lower rooms of the Fellowship Holl ond decoroted 

it os on Antique Store. We euen hod flour in the old type borrels ond 

for fun put fake mice in the flour ••. you should houe seen the looks on 

some of the people who uisited the bozoor ... they couldn't belieue it." 

"Jonet, you osk about some of the people I remember from post 

yeors? Patsy Frew is one who comes to my mind. She wos one of the 

most wonderful women! She wos Tom Frew's wife. Patsy neuer hod 

on enemy in the world and with all of the upheouel thot took ploce in 

the Church in those early yeors •.. Potsy neuer soid on unkind word 

obout onyone or onthing! I olwoys admired her for thot. I olso 

remember the Dondy's with fondness •.. they were good friends to 

Wolter and me. They were married in 1937, only a week before 

Wolter and I were." 

" My recollections of post ministers? ••• Well, I remember thot Reu. 

Hoys was the minister when Wolter ond I come to Newholl, ond I 

recoll that Reu. Weston's wife was as much a minister as Reu. Weston. 

Reu. Robertson was younger thon Reu. Weston and then come Reu. 

Binghom ... Reu. Binghom, I feel hos done more for this church thon ony 

other mon. He looks ot both sides of euerything ond if there is o 

problem he gets it solued. We really got the right man for the job ond 

ot the right time!" 

(Ed note: Rlice McKay holds the honor of being o porticipont in the 

church ond its uorious functions second only to Don Frew, in terms of 

time. THRNKS RLI CE 
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Mrs. Marion Redfern 

(From an interuiew with Janet Macey in December 1990) 

Marion is one of those natiue Californians. She was born in 
Glendale and graduated from Burbank High School. She married Fred 
Redfern in 1946 in Glendale and they moued to Newhall in 1956. Marion 
recalls she started going to the First Presbyterian Church "right away'. 

"I loued the old Church, the beautiful stained glass windows, the 
friendly people and the opportunity to worship God as I pleased", Marion 
said. "I remember when I first joined the Church, my children were 
younger and some of the church women who were particularly caring of 
our family were Dorothy Larinan, Patsy Frew, Millie Dawson, and Eua 

Pu II a r". 

Marion goes on to relate her most humorous euent connected with the 
church, "Laura Oauidson and I were seruing Communion and lo and 
behold we had forgotten to put the grape juice in the chalice! I'll neuer 
forget how first we were shocked and later couldn't help but smile ouer 
our mistake!" 

"My most meaningful eHperience I haue had while a member of this 
church was when Fred was in intensiue care and Bob's (Reu. Bingham's) 
presence, prayers, concerns, and support of Fred was always there! 
When Fred died, Bob was there again with the support I and my two 
children needed." 

"In addition to the women I named aboue I would also like to mention I 
haue certainly been influenced by my good friends, Christena Ertel and 
Margaret Haskel who haue always been there when I needed them!" 

"I feel that being a member of the First Presbyterian Church of Newhall 
means that I can go to Church and be accepted as I am. If I need help it 
is there for me and uisa uersa. I can meditate as I please in Church and 
I enjoy the beautiful music. In summary .. I haue always loued the 
Church!" 

Marion has serued seueral times as an Elder and a Deacon. She is actiue 
in the Pres Club and Presbyterian Women. Our thanks to you Marion for 
that euer present smile and your euer wiliness to serue your God and 
your congregation. 
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Presbyterian Women Organizations-Historical Notes 
1919-1991 

[Give me the Spirit of God In six women organized Into a Ladles Aid-­
and I'll shortly give you a church 01 which the Master will be proud" 

.. .. Author unknown] 

The first Sunday School In Newhall was organized In 1878 at the Southern Hotel by Mrs. Marla 
Hubbell . The Newhall Community Church was organized In May 1891 under the Presbyterian Church 
and Its supervslon. In about 1947 It became known as the First Presbyterian Church when Rev. John 
A. Christensen was pastor. It was the main church of the area with the exception of the catholic 
Church on Walnut Street and 10th Street, now known as Lyons Avenue. There was a small Four 
Square Church on Spruce St. at the corner of 13th, also an Adventist Church on Newhall Avenue. 

We have found records that Indicate that the Ladles Aid Society was formed on October 3, 1919 
showing Mrs. C. M. ( Ulllle) Reynolds as founding president. (There Is a plaque honoring Mrs . 
Reynolds In the cement curbing of our lawn dated 1927). The women of the area were very active by 
1930 with sewing projects and having dinners to help finance the work of the Presbyterian Church. 
Each fall they had a turkey dinner with the entire community participating. Turkeys were roasted In 
Individual homes with the balance of the meal prepared In the church basement. It was a great 
community event and always well attended. 

To date , the records we have show the name of the Ladles Aid Society was changed to 
Women 's Guild In 1950. Mrs. Jackson was president, Mrs. Harvey Nesbit, vice president and Mrs. 
Blanche Gibson as treasurer. Other women who were active In the women organization during that time 
Included: Mattie DIii, Maude Dull, Minnie Dawson, Patsy Frew, Bertha Howe, Blanche Gibson, Amantha 
Thibideau, Sally vandlver, Irene Frew, Mrs. Bowman, Mrs. Woodard, Verdie Maurer, Virginia cunnlngham, 
Mary Erwin, Mrs. Gifford, Mrs. Harvey Nesbit, Ann Swanson, Grace Hovey, Evelyn Kee, Mrs . Frank 
Newfeld. (Leaders, Rev. and Mrs . John A. Christensen served from September 1944 untll June 1951.) 

In 1951 Lois Harbison became president of the Guild. In December of 1951, Rev. John C 
Weston and his wife Ruth became leaders. On October 24, 1951 Rev. Weston had a get acquainted 
meeting with the women and the name of the organization was changed to Presbyterian Women 's 
Assocatlon It was a very active organization. Rev. Weston resigned In 195 7 and tribute was paid to 
Mrs. Weston for her active part In the women's work.

1988, when the name became "Presbyterian Women". 

We should remember Mrs . Daisy Lorentzen who worked with the women 01 the Church and 
privately gathered clothing which she repaired, cleaned and distributed to those In need both In 
Newhall and the Olive View Sanltorlum. 

Rev. Robert Bingham and his wife Janet became our leaders on November 1, 1968. The 
Women 's Association has been a vltal part In helping make their tenure a success . Sarah V. Morrison 
became Assistant to the Pastor In 1989 and served the church for one year.
