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Hello From Lyn Pherigo!

February of 1952 was the first time I ever saw Saugus
Speedway. At that time it was known as Bonelli Stadium. Little
did I know that two decades later Saugus would become a very
important part of my life.

I had just completed a four-month noncommissioned
officers training class at Fort Benning, Georgia, and was driving
from Pekin, Illinois, my hometown, to Camp Cook, North of
Santa Barbara. It later became Vandenburg Air Force Base.

After a tour of duty in Korea and visitation to such "exotic"
places as Heartbreak Ridge, Luke the Gook's castle, Wachon
Reservoir, Christmas Hill and Sand bag Castle I returned to
California and settled down in the coastal town of Ventura.

In 1970, I relocated to Saugus where I lived only a few
blocks from Tony Coldewey who started Stock Car Racing at
Saugus in 1959. He was seriously injured in a 1972 auto accident
which ended his tenure at Saugus Speedway.

Marshall Wilkings became Promoter and General Manager
and I was hired by him to be assistant announcer for the 1973
season. Every Saturday night for the next five years, I sat next to
Joe Vollkommer, the longtime "Voice of Saugus Speedway." Every
few weeks Joe would advise me to be ready to do "the whole
show" next week because he was going to be out of town. But Joe
never missed a night in those five years!

During some personnel changes in 1978, [ became Publicity
& Program Director. The following year I purchased the souvenir
facilities. My six hour a night assistant announcers job soon
became a seven day a week marathon.

Along with the public relations job came the added duties
of driving the pace car. I loved those added duties! Always
wanting to be a race car driver, this was a dream come true! 1
drove the pace car the final 13 years of my time at Saugus. It's
something I'll never forget! My only regret is that I didn't keep a
guest log of all the drivers and celebrities that rode with me, and
of course, the great race fans of Saugus Speedway!

inclair Buckstaff, writing about “The
Perfect Race” in the March 1981 issue of
Stock Car Racing magazine, states that
“Saugus Speedway might very well be the most
difficult track at which to win a race in the United
States. Physically, it has long, narrow straights, very

Saugus Speedway Swap Meet, 1988. Swapping
began in 1963 and helped create a community
center for Santa Clarita area residents.

short radius, narrow turns and is completely flat,
making it a ‘one-groove’ track. It is the only asphalt
track for stock cars in the Los Angeles area of 10
million auto-oriented people, so anyone who
wants to race a stock car on pavement comes to
Saugus.”

Every Saturday night, from April through
October, the short-track stock car racing fans of
Southern California converge on the fastest, flattest
third-mile oval in the country. This is Saugus
Speedway, the “Super Track.”

Three divisions per night provide racing buffs
with nearly four hours of stock car racing thrills

featuring Modifieds, Sportsman, or Street Stock
charging down the straights and powering into the
flat and challenging turns.

The roar of powerful engines and the squeal
of rubber fighting for traction, however, was not
the original sound heard there. Initially, it was the
clash of man versus animal that echoed within the
completely enclosed arena seating 12,000
spectators.

From rodeos to racing, horses to horsepower,
this is the story of Saugus Speedway.

- Roy Baker, brother of shoe
magnate C.H. Baker, built the
stadium in 1924, continuing the
tradition of rodeo action
there. A legend tells of

Mexican rodeos featuring
the “Correr El Gallo,” or
Chicken Pull. A rooster
would be buried up to his
neck in the sand as a
gaudily clad caballero
spurred his mount into a
tull gallop, then snatching the bird from the
ground...hopefully.

Baker, caught up in the Great Depression, sold
the stadium to cowboy actor “Hoot” Gibson in
1930. Gibson drew the Hollywood crowd and used
it as a movie set and leased it to other companies
making films. But rodeos were still the main event
which attracted Western Movie stars such as Harry
Carey, Tom Mix, William S. Hart, and John Wayne.

Today, doing a TV or film “shoot” at Saugus
is quite common. Because of its location near
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Hollywood and the major movie industry, the
track is often featured in films and TV shows. The
Incredible Hulk, the Dukes of Hazard, and Knight
Rider are but a few of the more popular ones. Avid
stock car fan (and crowd favorite!) James Garner
of Rockford Files fame enjoys an occassional
Saturday night at Saugus.

In 1934, Gibson sold the ranch to Paul Hill,
operator of the Western Stockyards. But during
the 1937 floods, water rushing down Soledad
Canyon filled the stadium and ranch house with
debris. The clean-up effort was just too much for
Hill, so the bank took the property back.

It was then purchased by William Bonelli and
renamed Bonelli Stadium. It was “Big Bill” who
started auto racing here in 1939, Its flat dirt oval
was tested by the top drivers of the late '30s and
early "40s.

Sunday afternoon crowds of ten to twelve
thousand watched open wheel greats Troy
Ruttman, Bill Vukovich Sr, Allen Heath, Walt
Faulkner, Johnny McDowell, Jack McGrath, Mel
Hanson, Danny Oakes, and many others duel in
the dirt. Several of these same men went on to “sit
on the bricks” at Indianapolis each Memorial Day.

In 1940 and ’41, Bonelli Stadium was a regular
stop on the Red Circuit of the United Racing
Association midgets where Johnnie Parsons won
the championship both years. The track then went
silent for World War 11 on June 30, 1942.

Bonelli Stadium was the site of the first post-
war race on the West Coast. The date was September
9, 1945 and Billy Vukovich was first to the checkers.
Nine race meetings were held during the year, with
Vukovich winning the championship. Race buffs
may recall that Vukovich went on to win the 1953

and 1954 Indianapolis 500, then lost his life in a
qualifying attempt on the bricks in 1955.

The stadium’s dirt track was first paved in
1946, but was later torn out and the track reverted
to dirt. Midget auto racing, the latest sensation
across the country, continued to draw large crowds
through the late ’40s. In 1947, the big roadsters
roared onto the scene and were the big attraction
until 1950 when, midgets staged a brief comeback.

The years had taken their toll on the original
stands. Subsequently, in 1950, the backstretch
stands were replaced by “imported” seating from
Gilmore Stadium, which had closed down earlier
that same year.

During the early fifties, midgets and roadsters
shared the track about equally with the occasional
rodeo or circus thrown in. In 1956, the track was
paved for the second time.

The first “stock car” racing event was held

3 in 1959. It was promoted by Tony Coldewey

who later formed the Pacific Racing Associa-

tion. Only 23 cars were on hand for that first

race and the fans numbered fewer than 400.

Many said it wouldn’t last. That was over 25
years ago.

With the formation of the Pacific Racing
Association, Bonelli Stadium was renamed
Saugus Speedway, although still owned by the
Bonelli family. During the PRA stock car years
of 1959 to 1972, the list of Saugus Speedway
stars reads like a Who’s Who list of Southern
California racing.

Midgets ruled the Southern California racing
scene from 1935 through 1950. Early favorites
on the Bonelli Stadium dirt include Johnnie
Parsons, Billy Vukovich, and Troy Ruttman.
Wrap-around seating held up to 12,000 fans for
a single event.



There was “Steady Eddie” Gray, Ron Hornaday
St, Ben Thomas, Vernon “Gabby” Garrison,
Marvin Heinis, Walt Price Sr, Jim Cook, Bill Small,
Jimmy Insolo, “Wild Bill” Foster, Sonny Easley,
“Roarin’ Oren” Prosser, and on and on.

Most of them were Saugus Speedway cham-
pions and wherever they raced, they were the ones
to beat if you wanted to win.

Tony Coldewey was involved in a serious
auto accident in 1972 which took him away from
Saugus Speedway. In 1973, Marshall Wilkings
assumed the management and operation duties,
formed the Olimpic Racing Association, and
immediately implemented a continuing plan of
updating and improving the existing facilities.

One of the most ambitious projects was to
engineer a major facelift on the Super Track,
the oldest operating auto racing facility in the
Western United States.

The grandstands were completely refurbished
in 1979. The pits and track infield were repaved
during that off season, leaving only the parking
lot unpaved.

A new lighting system became operational in
1980, and in ’81 an additional light tower, 80 feet
high, was erected behind the main grandstand.
Soon afterwards, the old roof supports were
completely removed, giving the speedway a
contemporary '80s look.

The years under Wilking's leadership have seen
larger crowds, more cars in the pits, and larger
guaranteed purses. The posted payoffs have
climbed to over $10,000 per race night, making it
one of the highest in the nation for a weekly short
track show.

Marshall and Helen Wilkings took the helm of Saugus
Speedway in 1973. They created the family-friendly
atmosphere enjoyed by racers, fans, and officials.

“All these improvements and
innovations have certainly been
rewarding,” Wilkings said, “But
what makes me most proud is the
quality of our cars and drivers. First
class competitors all the way. That’s
what racing is all about.”

In recognition of his accom-
plishments, Marshall Wilkings was
named the 1981 Western Division
Auto Racing Promoter of the Year.
The prestigious award, voted on by
fellow auto racing associates, is
sponsored by Racing Promotions
Monthly, a national organization
of racing business people. Wilkings
was also top vote getter in the balloting for the new
Art Atkinson Award, commemorating the highly
respected and innovative promoter at San
Bernardino’s Orange Show Speedway.

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Saugus Speedway has had many
firsts. First to offer short track stock
car racing. First with large guaranteed
purses. First with Race-O and other
fan give aways designed to give racing
fans the best show in town.

The first Saugus Speedway Swap
Meet 'was held in 1963 and has since
grown into one of the largest events of
its kind. Every Sunday, upwards of
25,000 bargain hunters gather to buy
anything and everything.

The biggest first, however, remains
the Saugus 330, a giant 330-lap race to-

taling 110 miles of race action offering

a generous purse of $17,000. That was 1975. It
proved to be an immediate success and with
larger guaranteed purses, has become the Grand
Finale of each Saugus Speedway racing season.

Winner of the inaugural 330 was none other

than the “Champion of Champions” Oren Prosser.
This traditional season ender has since been

renamed the Marshall Wilkings Fall Spectacular
in tribute to the man who would be first to tell
you there is more to winning a championship than
just a brave driver and fast car.

The men behind the man behind the wheel
are all-important. The car owners, crew chiefs,
mechanics, pit crews, sponsors, and THE FANS.

Saugus Speedway, the longevity champion of
Western auto racing facilities, has outlasted many
famous Southern California speedway sites of the
past. Culver City, Gilmore, and Whiteman Stadi-
ums have passed from the scene. Western, Carrell,
Colton, Atlantic American, Gardena, Loyola, Le-
gion Ascot, and Huntington Beach Speedways have
long been silent.

Saugus Speedway, now in its fifth decade of
competitive motor history, races on.

Promotion Monthly, sponsor of the ARPY
awards, “Ray Wilkings’ nomination is long
overdue. He is a fitting heir to his late father
Marshall’s fine operation of Saugus Speed-
way, now under NASCAR sanction. Ray
has imaginatively guided the track to its
best seasons.”

The 1988 ARPY will be presented at the
RPM’s Fourth Annual Insurance Industry
Awards banquet in Daytona Beach, Florida.

Wilkings' association with the speedway
began in 1966, working with his father who
was track concessionaire at the time. He
continued his apprenticeship when Marshall
became promoter and General Manager in
19783. His father immediately instituted a
continuing program of facility improvements
and himself earned Far West Region
Promoter of the Year honors in 1980.

The younger Wilkings took the reigns of
Saugus Speedway in 1985. Marshall was
then in the final stages of a 15-year battle
with cancer, to which he succumbed in
June of that year.

Under the new leader’s direction, a fresh N

chapter was written as Saugus Speedway
became a NASCAR-sanctioned racing
facility in 1986.

Saugus Speedway hosted the inaugural
race of the newly formed NASCAR South-
west Tour on March 29, 1986. The Tour,
now in its fourth successful season, will
again choose Saugus Speedway for its
initial race of 1989.

Wilkings, born in Glendale, is a graduate of
Eagle Rock High School and has a BA
degree from Cal State Long Beach. He
resides in Glendale with his wife Darlene
and two children.

He is continuing the legend of his father
and Saugus Speedway.

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John “Spider” Hruska started shooting fulltime at Saugus Speedway
in 1982, after racing halted at Indian Dunes Raceway Park.

Spider recalled his closest call: “Two cars came out of turn 4 with
hooked bumpers while | was standing in turn 2. There was a full 6-8
seconds to decide what to do. So | stood my ground, they split apart and
went on either side of me to hit the wall.”

His Saugus Speedway highlights include two visits by Bobby Allison,
the Winston Cup “Race of Champions,” and every other Saturday.

“Saugus was old, historic, a real throwback,” he said, “And it was the
best spectator track there was. Many people treated the closure as a
death in the family.”

The Saugus Speedway Scrapbook would have been impossible to
compile without the work done by Spider, Rob Parker, and Gary Thornhill.
