LYON'S STATION 

An Historic Celebration Saluting 

A visitor to Newhall in 1882 probably would not 
have been very impressed with its appearance and 
certainly would not have gambled a dime on the 
village having any kind of a f u Lure. 

Between Market and 8th St., facing San Fer­
nando Rd., were a series of wooden false front 
buildings housing a restaurant, saloon, a couple of 
general stores, boarding house, feed , and some 
scattered residences. Across the dirt street, next to 
the railroad tracks, stood the sheds and depot of 
Southern Pacific's Newhall station. 

Main Street, Newhall 

Dominating the landscape would have been the 
two-story Victorian known as the Southern Hotel , 
squatting right across Market St. and with gardens 
and outbuildings stretching down Lo 6th. 

Beyond San Fernando Rd. were oak-studded 
hills and valleys, broken by some farming activity 
and te ming with cattle. 

Although small, it was a busy place and full of 
colorful characters. Cowboys from the Newhall 
Ranch clumped down the wooden sidewalks, spurs 
jingling and chaps swishing with each step. There 
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were oil-stained roustabouts from the petroleum 
fields in Pico, Wiley, and Placerita Canyons. Hard 
rock miners from the Soledad passed caulemen 
and farmers from the Castaic Hills, all in their di -
tinctive dress. Up and down "Main Street", tall 
freight wagons rumbled by pulled by l O or 20 
mules, the gentry dashed up and down in buggies, 
while farmers drove Lo town in buckboards. Twice 
a week the great red Concord stagecoaches left the 
Southern bound for Ventura. Every clay at I :20 in 
the afternoon, \,vith an car splitting hissing of steam 
and sparks flying from the drivers , a mighty dia­
mond-stack locomotive ground to a halt at the sta­
tion, disgorging passengers, mail and crates full of 
merchandise. All activity in the town stopped when 
the train pulled in. This was really the highlight of 
the day. Overdressed women with lacy parasols 
rai ·ed high Lo protect them from the sun were on 
hand, as were children and teens, to greet the arri­
val or the steam engines. The train brought mail 
from relatives and eag rly-read newspapers from 
Los Angeles, the only contacts with the outside 
world. 

What we now call Newhall was originally inha­
bited by a group of Indians called Tataviams along 
since 500 A.D. Their village was called Numubit 
and consisted of 20 or so grass-covered wikiups. 
"The People of the Sunny I I ills" were generally 
peaceful and dined on acorns and snakes. 

In August of 1769 Spanish troops arrived under 
the command of Gov. Don Ga par de Portola , 
marched along Newhall Ave. and camped at Cas­
Laic Junction. Fr. Juan Crespi named the river and 
valley the Santa Clara, as it was the feast day of St. 
Claire. 



Asistencia de San Francisco 

Mission San Fernando was constructed in 1797 
and the Indians were taught useful trades such as 
making tiles and herding caule. By 1804, a sub 
mission, called San Francisco, was built at Castaic 
Junction which passed into the hands of the Del 
Valle family. 

On January 22, 1839 the vall y from Piru 
Creek to present Camp Plenty Rd., 48,611 acres, 
was granted to Don ntonio Del Valle. Two years 
later the don died and his holdings were divided 
between his widow and eldest son, Ignacio. In 
1842 gold was di covered in Placerita Canyon, 
starting the first rush in California, six years be­
fore the Sutler's Mill find. 

War broke out and, on January IO, 1847 John 
C. Fremont and his Buckskin Baualion camped at 
Ca 'Laic Junction , marched down Newhall Ave., 
bivouacked again where the Newhall Refinery 
stands today, and clawed their way over the pass 
that still bears his name. 

The first "gringo" resident of the valley was 
Henry Clay Wiley, who, along with Jose del Valle, 
set up a stage stop at present clay Eternal Valley 
cemetery in 1852. It was sold to the Lyon 
brothers , Sanford and Cyrus, two years later and 
eventually supported 20 familie ·. 

Gold was discovered on the Kern River and Ft. 
Tejon was establi ·hed in Grapevine Pass about the 
same time in 1854. Caravans of camels rambled 
down from Tejon Lo Los Angeles until the out­
break of the Civi l War, following a route blazed 
by Phineas Banning through San Francisquito Ca­
nyon, along San Fernando Rd. and ov r Fremont 
Pass. Banning ran his coaches and wagons up to 
the Kern until '58 when the Buuerfield Overland 
Stage incorporated the e ·tion into their run from 
St. Louis to San Francisco. Th Confederates cut 
the line, known as the Great Southern or Ox Bow 
Route, in 1862. 

General Edward Fitzgerald Beale was a hero of 
the Mexican-American War, Surveyor Gen ral of 
California, and master of the sprawling 300,000-
acre T~jon Ranch running from Gorman to the 
San Joaquin Valley. In 1863 the general received 
a grant from th Board of Supervisors in the 
amount of $5,000 "for road improvements", 
called out the army Lo hand-dig a 90 foot deep 
cleft through Fremont Pass, and then set up a toll 
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house charging up to $2 .00 for wagons clauering 
through his "Cut", a sma ll fortune in those days. 
Team Lers paid gladly, as it was the only way out 
of Los Ange les northward. 

Meanwhile, the Rancho San Francisco had gone 
through several owners when it was finally pur­
chased by Henry Mayo Newhall 011 Jan. 15 , 1875. 
Mr. Newhall came from Saugus, Mass. Lo seek his 
fortune in . the California gold fields . Failing in 
this, he fe ll back on his trade of auctioneer and 
started a railroad line. Southern Pacific bought 
him out and Newhall began buying property. One 
of his investments was the Rancho San Fransico, 
which just happened Lo be on the Southern 
Pacific right-of-way. Con ·truction was already un­
derway to link the state from north to

south by twin ribbons of steel. On the 5th day of 
September, 1876 Charles Crocker, with 5 well­
placed blow , cln)V a golden spike uniting the 
tracks at Lang Station in Soledad Canyon. 

A month later, October 28, l 876, a depot con­
structed of redwood, brought from the north by 
rail, opened its doors. IL was named by Crocker 
and Stanford for the man who owned the land 
Newhall Station. Curiously enough, it was not lo­
cated \-\-'here the town stands today, but was at 
present day Saugus. The first resident was the 
station agent , John T. Gifford, who made his 
home in a box ·ar local cl on a siding. 



By the end of the year George Campton built a 
h~>me and general store, Mrs. Sam Ilarper ,-vas run­
nmg a boarding house with 4 rooms and a dining 
area, and the ever I resent saloon was op rated by 
Mr. Wil ' Oil . 

he years following the founding of the town 
were ve~·y dry and, with the wells running low, it 
was decided LO move a few miles southward. On 
January 15, 1878 the village was picked up and re­
located Lo Railroad and Market Streets, the whole 
operation cornpleted by February I 5. 

Almost immediately Henry M. Newhall beo-an 
construction of his Southern Hotel. By Octobe~- it 

Southern Hotel 

w~s ready, featuring 40 rooms of splendor in the 
wilderness. Managing the establishment was Mr. 
J.O. Newhall (a cousin of Henry M.) and his 
charmino-b wife. D.W. Fields sub- let a aTocery store . ~ b 
in the corner; there was a commodious well fur-
nished reading room; while D.W. Boynton ran a 
"Genteel Bar", obviously a slap al Wilson's rmvcly 
Saloo1~. S~me of the guests ,~ere Elias J. "Lucky" 
Baldwm, fa med for his horses and Rancho Santa 
Anita. William Workman, "Uncle Billy" Lo his 
friends, was a pioneer Southern California banker. 
Helen Hunt.Jackson spent the night of.January 22, 
1882 on her way Lo the Camulos near Piru where 
she would find a seuin<b, for her immortal novel 

~ ' 
"Ran1ona." 

By 1882 there were 10 homes in Newhall, includ­
ing M~-- Gi~Tord's, who had finally moved his family 
out of their box-car. The Pacific Coast Oil Co. (a 
predecessor of Stand~1-~-d Oil-Chevron) was building 
a large warehouse, office, and residence for visitin<T 
VIPs north of' the depot. Alex Menu·y was brino-in~ 
. . {' b b 
1 n a stn ng o gushers for the corn pany ou L in Pico 
Canyon. 

There wa · no schoolhouse yet; that would be 5 
years in the future. IL would be another 9 years be­
fore the residems felt the need for a community 
church. No newspaper chronicled the daily lives of 
the ~itizenry. Any news was strictly word-of-mouth 
gossip.

If there had been a paper , certainly the big event 
of the year would not have been President Chester 
A . Arthur's establishment of the Civil Service, the 
bombardment of Alexandria by British Admiral 
Seymm_ir , nor the _ revolt in Austria-Hungary. No, 
the m,~Jor story of '82 concerned the town's foun­
der. 

lenry ~- Ne~v~1all arriv~d al hi~ sprawling ranch 
from the CJLY of San Franusco to mspecL and audit 
operation ·. Ilaving a horse saddled for him, Mr. 
Newhall took a leisurely canter aero ·s the o-rassy 
r~)lling hill . The mount stumbled , throwi~g it 
ncler LO the ground. Sufferi1w serious internal in-

Junes, he was carried to The Southern where it was 
decided LO remove him Lo San Francisco for ade­
quate medical care . From the Rancho San Fran­
cisco Lo the Lown of San Francisco on the bay he 
was taken. There he quietly passed away on March 
13, 1882. 

With him died an era of Indians, missions , 
pioneers, explorer , and empire builders. 1882 
marked the end of Spanish hope - for regaining 
their ranchos. For better or for worse, this was a 
turnimt point in hi ·tory. The future held (Trowth
